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Whereas it is important that the disposal of
tobacco products shall be carried out in a manner
and system that does not harm human and animal

health and does not pollute the environment;

Whereas it is important to prevent the product
from re-entering the supply chain and being
reused and causing harm to public health due to a
regulatory gap that may arise in the process of
identifying, storing, transporting and disposing of

tobacco products;

Whereas the Food and Drug Administration
Proclamation No. 1112/2019 Article 4(4), 4(17),
65(5) and 68(2) stipulates that products that do not
meet the requirements of the proclamation or other
laws, expired products or illegal products or
product supplied in violation of the applicable
regulatory requirements shall be properly disposed
of without causing harm to humans, animals, and
the environment, and the authority has been
assigned the responsibility of overseeing its

disposal;

PART I

GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Short Title

This directive may be cited as ‘Tobacco Products
Disposal Directive No. 1003/2024.

2. Definition

Without prejudice the defintions setforth under the
proclamation, the phrases in this directive definec

as:

1) «Disposable Tobacco Product» shal

include the following prodcuts:

A) Although it is legally produced, it is no
properly packaged or does not follow the
revised law, does not follow the law
does not have a health warning or is not
approved by the authority, and containg
other  flavors and  unauthorizec
substances in it than what is allowed by,
law;

B) When it is a tobacco product importeq
into the country or produced in the
country without a legal license ol

distributed illegally or made

resemblance with a legal tobaccq

product, or

C) When there are other conditions

«Tobacco Disposal» means the process of
disposing any tobacco product in a way tha
does not harm the health of people ang
animals and does not pollute the
environment.

“Waste Disposer” means any person whd
engaged in the disposal of hazardous waste;
"Appropriate Body"™ means an authority
that control waste

exercises over

management and disposal.

"Incineration™ is a method of disposing
wastes containing dangerous chemicals by
burning them in a combustion machine with
different chambers, or by filtering the smoke
that comes out, so that it does not pollute the
environment and harm the health of humang

and animals.

""Authority™ means the Ethiopian Food anc
Drug Authority

"Person™ means any natural or juridica
person

Any expression in the masculine gendet

includes the feminine.

Scope of Application
This directive applies to all tobacco

products and persons who manufacture,
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2)

import or distribute tobacco products, store,
transport and dispose of tobacco products.

Without prejudice sub-article 1 of this
article tobacco disposal part of this directive
shall be applicable on the regional health
regulator and retailers of tobacco at regional

level.

PART TWO

SORTING, STORING AND
TRANSPORTING DISPOSABLE
TOBACCO PRODUCTS

4. General

1) Any manufacturer, distributor, importer or

2)

legal reprsentativ. who owns tobacco
product shall notify the authority within
15 working days of knowing that the
product is to be disposed and apply for
disposal of the product.

It is prohibited to repack tobacco products
that have been disposed of due to non-
compliance with the requirements set by
the decree and related laws without the
authority's permission, including putting
health warning signs on the packaging.
Any tobacco importer, manufacturer, or

distributor that may dispose of tobacco
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products shall comply with this directive

by obtaining prior approval from the

authority.
4) Any person who disposes of tobacco
products shall be certified by the

appropriate body to ensure that the
disposal site and disposal method does not
cause harm to people, animals, and the
environment.

5) Without prejudice sub article 3 of this
article any tobacco disposal shall be
attended to by the expert from the

authority or regional health regulator.

5. Sorting of Disposable Tobacco
Products

1) Disposable tobacco product shall be sorted and

counted separately shall not be mixed with othet

products before disposal.

2) According to sub-article 1 of this article, the
quantity, type, weight and other importan
information of the sorted tobacco product shal
be recorded in writing on a form prepared by
the authority. The form shall be signed by thg
owner of the product and the Authority and one
copy is given to the Authority and one copy tc
the owner. Video or photo images may be

attached to the form.

6. Storage of Disposable Tobacco
Products

1) Disposable tobacco products shall be stored in &
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separate storage area prepared by the owner of

the product or in a storage area by persons whg

have permission from the appropriate body td

store waste.
2) According to sub-paragraph 1 of this article, the
house or room or any storage place where it id
stored shall be written in red color.
3) The tobacco product importer, manufacturer ot
distributor who requested the disposal of the
tobacco product shall collaborate with the
Authority’s experts to follow-up the storage of
disposable tobacco products by meeting the
safety requirements for the handling of tobaccg
products.
4) Hazardous waste management and disposa
control decree 1090/2010, the precautions taker
during the storage of hazardous waste are alsc
implemented during the storage of disposablé

tobacco products.

7. Transporting Disposable Tobacco
Products

1) Any importer, manufacturer or distributor shal
transport tobacco products to a temporary
storage area or disposal area in a covered van ot
in an open vehicle, properly covering the
product so that it is not exposed to rain, wind of
thieves. In case of transportation of the product
necessary protection shall be done by the police
to prevent robbery. The cost of protection shal
be borne by the owner of the product.

2) Subject to sub-article 1 of this article, the owne
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4)

of any disposed tobacco product may arrange
for the product to be transported by a lega
waste transporter licensed by the competent
authority to transport waste. However, the
owner shall inform the authority of the lega
contract he has made with the transportation ot
disposable tobacco product.
When the tobacco product to be disposed of ig
transported from the storage area to the disposa
area, the official shall monitor and ensure that it
is properly transported.

The precautions to be taken during the
transportation of hazardous waste specifieq
under the hazardous waste management ang
disposal control proclamation no 1090/201(
shall be implemented during the transportatior]

of disposable tobacco products.

PART THREE
DISPOSING TOBACCO PRODUCT

8. Obtaining Permission to Dispose

Except for recyclable materials, cartons

packaging and similar materials, tobacca
products shall be disposed at the request of the
owner of the product and upon permission of
the authority.
The owner of the product who wants to dispose
any tobacco product shall obtain permissior

from the authority first, unless it is decided by
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the authority's by its own initiation.
3) Within 15 working days of receipt of an
application for a disposal permit submitted ir
accordance with sub-article 2 of this article, the
authorities shall check the reasons for the
disposal of the product and the informatior
provided and inform the applicant of the

Authorities’ decision.

9. Tobacco Manufacturer, Importer and
Distributor

1) Any manufacturer, importer or distributor of
tobacco products may prepare the methods ang
conditions of disposal of tobacco products by
themselves. However, the place and method of
disposal to be prepared shall be verified anc
certified by the appropriate body that it does nof
cause harm to people, animals and the
environment.

2) The disposal sites certificate specified in sub-
paragraph 1 of this article shall be submitted tc
the authority. If the validity of the certificate
submitted is verified by the authority, the
disposal process may be started.
3) If any tobacco product manufactured, imported
distributed shall be the

manufacturer, distributor or importer shall be

or disposed of,

made to cover the disposal costs.

10.Government Body that Owns lllegal
Tobacco Products
1) Any government body that has illegal tobaccc

products may dispose of them using the disposa
methods set forth in this directive.

Any government body in possession of illega
tobacco product shall notify the authority before
disposing of the product and get advice from the

authority on the disposal system.

11. Tobacco Product Disposer
Any legal "waste disposer” shall dispose of
tobacco products if the method and place of
disposal is approved and certified by the
appropriate body and the authority confirms the
legality of the certificate.
The owner of the product may dispose of the
tobacco product by entering into a legal contract
with legal waste disposer who possesses the
disposal methods specified in this directive
However, the authority shall visit the site td
ensure that the disposal method is in accordance
with this directive.
Any person who agrees to dispose of tobaccd
products shall comply with the disposa
methods and operating systems prescribed i
this Directive.
The waste disposer shall first provide the
necessary disposal equipment for the disposa

method used to dispose of the tobacco product.

A contractual agreement between the owner of

the tobacco product and the waste disposer shal
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be submitted to the authority.

PART FOUR

TOBACCO PRODUCT DISPOSAL METHOD

12. General

1) Any tobacco product shall be disposed of only
by the disposal methods described in this
directive.

2) The owner of disposable tobacco product may

dispose its products by using any tobaccg

disposal methods mentioned in this manual by
preparing it himself or using a third-party
disposal.

3) Appropriate personal protective equipment such
as overalls, boots, gloves, safety glasses, masks
and hats to be used by all personnel involved ir]
the disposal process shall be provided by the
disposal company or the owner of the product in
case of self-disposal.

4) After the tobacco product has been disposed, 3
tobacco disposal form shall be properly filleg
out and signed by the inspectors and the ownel

or the owner's legal representative.

13.Disposal By Incineration
1) Any tobacco product shall be disposed of using
an incineration system equipped with a maching
that filters the smoke from the combustion tg

prevent it from being released into the air by
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burning the product to ashes using a incinerato
with a temperature of at least 1000 degrees
Celsius.

The incinerator shall be inspected and certifieg

by the appropriate body.

The final ash of the incinerated tobacco product
shall be disposed of in a way that does not harm
human and animal health and does not pollutg

the environment.

14.Strictly Constructed Landfill Site
The tobacco product should be separated from
the packaging materials, cartons and packets
and mixed with water and cement to prevent i
from being used.
The mixed product created according to sub-
paragraph 1 of this article should be disposed of
by burying it in a concrete landfill.
After the product is removed from the waste
burial site in accordance with sub-article 2 of
this article, it must be properly covered of
covered with concrete and cannot be easily
opened.
A concrete landfill site shall be constructed i
such a way that it does not pollute the
environment, water reservoirs, and waterways.
A preliminary environmental impact assessment
research shall be conducted to confirm the
disposal landfill site does not cause any side
be

effects on the environment, and shall

approved by the relevant authority.

15.0ther Disposal Methods
Without prejudice to articles 13 and 14 of thig
directive, other methods of hazardous waste
disposal may be used as long as it is confirmec
by the appropriate body that the disposal of
tobacco products by that method does not cause
harm to human and animal health and does nof
pollute the environment.
Any person who wants to implement any
method stipulated under sub-article 1 of thig
article shall first inform the authority ang
submit necessary documents to the authority
When the authority confirms that the stateg
disposal system is suitable for tobacco, it shal
be disposed by the same method based on the

instructions.

PART FIVE

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

16. Disclosure of Information

After the disposal of the tobacco product, the

authority shall disclose detailed informatior]
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about the dispossession of the product in any
media accessible to the public.

Notwithstanding sub-clause (1) of this article
the authority may decide not to disclose the
information to the public if disclosing the
information promotes the product or affects
public interest.

17.Administrative Measures

the authority may take the following
administrative measures on any disposable
tobacco product owner who does not comply
with the requirements of this directive:
A) Revoke

manufacturer or distributor who disposes of

special license of importer
tobacco products in a way that pollutes the
environment, or disposes of them without the
authority's permission, or distributes the
stored disposable tobacco products to the
market.
B) A written warning shall be given to &
manufacturer, wholesaler or importer if the
tobacco product that needs to be disposeq
does not submit its application to the
authority for disposal within the time framg
mentioned in this directive.
C) A manufacturer, distributor or importer whg
violates other provisions of this directive
relating to sorting, storage and transportatior
of disposable tobacco products shall be

subject to a written warning.
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D) A special license shall be revoked for

manufacturer, distributor, or importer of

tobacco products who commits the same

offense after being given a written warning i
accordance with sub-article of this article.

2) A person against whom an administrative
action has been taken according to sub-article
(1) of this article may file a complaint
according to the administrative action and

complaint procedure guidelines.

18.Service charge

A person seeking service from the authority as per
this directive may be asked to pay the appropriate
service fee to the authority in accordance with the
Council of Ministers' Service Fee Rate for Food,
Medicines, Health Professionals and Health

Institutions.

19.Transitory Provision
Tobacco products that have been specifically
prepared for disposal before the effective date of
this directive shall be disposed of in accordance

with this directive.

20.Effective Date

This directive shall enter into force upon the date
of its registration on ministry of justice and

uploaded on official website of the Authority.
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
