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Directive No. 882/2022
REVISED DIRECTIVE TO PROVIDE FOR THE PRE-
VENTION AND CONTROL OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Whereas, it has become necessary to revise the prohibited activi-
ties and duties to be imposed on individuals to prevent and mitigate
the impact of COVID-19 provided under Directive No 803/2022
based on the current situation of the pandemic and provision of
COVID-19 vaccination freely by the government.

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to issue new Directive that
will reduce economic, social, and psychological stress on the com-
munity and that focus on effective prevention measures by taking
lessons from the implementation of the former precautionary

measures,

NOW, THEREFORE, this Directive is issued by the Ethiopian
Public Health Institute in accordance with Article 72 (2) of the Food
and Medicine Administration Proclamation No. 1112/2019, Article
55(3) of the Food, Medicine, and Healthcare Administration and
Control Proclamation No. 661/2009, and Article 98 of the Council
of Ministers Regulation on Food, Medicine, and Healthcare Admin-
istration and Control No. 299/2013.

1. Short Title

This Directive may be cited as the “An amended Directive to
provide on Prohibited Activities and Imposed Duties for the
Prevention and Control of COVID-19 Pandemic No.
882/2022”.

2. Definition

In this Directive, unless the context requires otherwise:

1. “COVID-19” means the communicable disease designat-

ed as such by the World Health Organization.

2. “Corona virus” means a virus that causes the Covid-19

disease;

3. “Meeting” means the gathering of four or more persons

who do not belong to a single family, in an indoor place

for the purpose of collectively carrying out any activity,
discussion, or any similar purposes and includes social
events such as weddings, graduations and similar activi-

ties as the case may be.

“Diplomat” means those persons recognized by the Min-

istry of foreign affairs as having diplomatic status.

“Returnee” means any Ethiopian who left Ethiopia for
any reason as a refugee and is in the process of returning
to the territory of Ethiopia on his own or per a govern-
ment's agreement without a passport, or any Ethiopian
whose asylum petition is denied by the receiving country
and is in the process of returning to the territory of Ethio-
pia on his own wish or compelled to be deported by the
government of his temporary residence with a Laissez-

passer;

“RT PCR” means a laboratory diagnosis of COVID-19

through molecular technigues;

“Antigen-Based RDT” refers to a Rapid Diagnostic Test
for COVID-19 which is an accelerated laboratory diagno-

sis procedure;

“Self-test” means Antigen-based rapid diagnostic test
which can be performed by the patient at any place or
time to rapidly identify COIVD-19 test result.

“COVID-19 symptoms” means any symptoms manifested
by a person with COVID-19 including fever, headache,
cough, loss of taste and smell, throat pain, and similar

other symptoms;

“COVID-19 positive “means any person whose COVID-
19 infection is confirmed through RT PCR, or other simi-
lar other laboratory diagnosis method to detect the pres-
ence of the virus in the human body;
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“COVID-19 negative “means the absence of a detectable
level of coronavirus within the human body and is con-
firmed through RT PCR, or other similar laboratory diag-
nosis methods to detect the presence of the virus in the

human body;

“Recovery” refers to declaration of an individual free
from COVID-19 which is decided according to the health
professional on time based, symptom based and test based
criterions. If a patient is asymptomatic he will be declared
recovered 7 days after the day of sample collection for
RT-PCR test which turned positive or the day of positive
Ag-RDT test. If a patient is symptomatic he will be de-
clared recovered after minimum of 7 days from the date
of start of symptoms and additional 3 days without symp-
toms.

“Congregate setting residents” means Sections of the
community which are prone to COVID-19 and other in-
fectious transmissible diseases because of living in high
risk areas like prisons, internally displaced people sites,

refugee camps, elderly homes and others.

“Disinfectants” means alcohol or chlorine-based com-
pound and is intended to disinfect articles or materials
supposed to harbor coronavirus or other disease causing

organisms;

“Point of entries” means international airports, land bor-

ders and dry ports designated by an appropriate authority.

“Full vaccination” means 2 weeks after taking of the
single dose for Johnson and Johnson, and 2 doses for

AstraZeneca, Sinopharm, Sinovac, Moderna, and Pfizer.

“Family” means household members who live in a house;

“Institution” means any governmental, non-governmental

or privately owned organization that is legally recognized.

Any expression in the masculine gender includes the fem-

inine.

3. Scope of application

The Directive shall be applicable to all efforts to be done in
Ethiopia to prevent and control the COVID-19 pandemic.

4. General Prohibited Activities and Duties Imposed

1.

It is prohibited for any person who knows he is infected
with coronavirus to enter the country, mix with the gen-
eral public or meet with people in any situation that may

allow the virus to spread;

Any person showing COVID-19 symptoms has the duty
to appropriately wear face mask, get self-test or test at
health facility and follow as well as implement general

COVID-19 preventive measures if tests positive.

Any COVID-19 positive person shall isolate himself ei-
ther at home or health facility according to the severity of
the illness until declared recovered by a health profes-

sional.

In any institution including transportation service provid-
ers, the employee and customers thereof shall appropriate-
ly wear face mask and the institution to ensure employee
and customers appropriately wear face mask, adequate
ventilation by opening doors and windows and personal
hygiene materials like soap, water and hand sanitizer is

provided.
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Service providers, such as health facilities, banks, hotels,
transport providers, law enforcement agencies and the like
that are vulnerable to COVD -19 transmissions due to
their frontline nature to communicate face to face with
customers and have the responsibility to get their employ-

ees fully vaccinated against COVID-19.

Congregate setting Institutions are responsible to get their
staff fully vaccinated against COVID-19.

It is prohibited for any public or private school, for any
public or private college or university to provide face to
face education without respecting the directives that shall
be enacted regarding precautionary measures in methods
of education delivery or the general teaching and learning

process or other detailed standards of education delivery;

Health facilities where the death occurred have a duty to
clean with disinfectants the materials used for the de-
ceased, return the materials to the family, and perform ac-

tivities provided in manual prepared at the national level.

To physically visit elderly care centers, psychiatry and re-
habilitation centers, it is mandatory to be fully vaccinated
against COVID-19 or appropriately wear face mask at all

times during the visit.

5. Border and Point of entry controls

1.

Any international traveler above the age of ten coming
through international airports of the country shall bring a
certificate of negative RT PCR test done up to 72 hours
or three days before departure or Ag-RDT negative test

up to 24 hrs. before arriving to Ethiopia.
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2.

Notwithstanding the provisions of sub-article 1 of this
Article, the traveler shall enter the country if he has a
certificate of recovery from COVID-19 within 90 days
or if he has completed the COVID-19 vaccine in full and

provides evidence;

Without prejudice to sub article 1 and 2 of this article, if
transit passenger entering through international airports
of the country do not enter the city or do not leave his
hotel designated by the airline, sub article 1 and 2 of this
article doesn’t apply on him Whereas if he is to enter the
city leaving the airline or hotel designated by the air-
lines, sub article 1 and 2 shall apply or shall be tested
negative with Ag-RDT done at the airlines or hotels des-

ignated by the airlines.

Notwithstanding the provisions of sub-article 1 and 2 of
this Article, if the traveler is a diplomat and fails to ful-
fill the requirements provided under sub-article 1 and 2
of this article, he shall be tested at the airport and enter
the country. Whereas if the test result is positive or if he

refuses for test, he shall self-isolate for 7 days,

Notwithstanding the provisions of sub-article 1 and 2 of
this Article, a returnee may enter the country by taking
Ag-RDT test at the airport if he does not fulfill the re-
quirements provided under sub article 1 and 2 of this ar-
ticle. If the test result is positive, he shall be followed up

in accordance with the relevant protocol,

Any person providing transport services at point of en-

tries has the duty to ensure that provisions of this article
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are applied.

Notwithstanding the provisions of this article, drivers of
cross-national vehicles and captains of trains and their
co-drivers and co-captains shall be governed by a di-

rective issued by the Ministry of Transport.

6. Precautionary Measures that Shall Be Taken during Meet-
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Any meeting attendee is obligated to appropriately wear
face mask and meeting organizer shall ensure the im-

plementation.

Making sure the meeting hall has sufficient air ventila-
tion, preparing sufficient materials useful for keeping
hand hygiene, as much as possible separating the en-
trance and the exit, cleaning materials the participants
use and repeatedly touch with disinfectant at least twice
a day, and taking other precautionary measures provided

in the manual.

Precautionary measures that shall be taken during sport

tournament

To conduct any sporting event, the organizers and
competitors of the sport must have received a com-
plete Covid-19 vaccine or shall have a certified nega-
tive Ag-RDT negative test result done no more than
24 hours or negative RT PCR test result done no

more than 72 hours or three days.

Hosts and organizers of any sports tournaments shall

conduct the tournament by fully implementing appli-
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cable cautionary measures stated in sub article 1 of

this article and other relevant protocols.

The relevant government organs shall be responsible
for granting a permit for the conduct of such tourna-
ments with consideration of the pandemic, as well as
to take the necessary measures during non-

compliance with applicable measures.

8. Establishment of Task force

The National Task Force (hereinafter referred to as the

“Task Force”) hereby established by this Directive as the

center for coordination in the prevention and control of
COVID-19 pandemic.

9. Chairman of the Task force, its members and working pro-

cedures

2. The members listed under sub article 1 of this article
shall be represented by their respective heads of the

executive organs.

3. Subject to the provisions of sub-article 1 of this article,
the Chairman of the Task Force may decide that other
bodies shall be members of the Task Force.

4. The Task Force shall decide on the schedule of meet-

ings, voting and other procedures of the Task Force.

5. The Ministry of Health shall be the Secretariat of the
Task Force and shall carry out the administrative and

daily activities of the Task Force.

10. Powers and duties of the task force
Notwithstanding the powers and duties given by other laws,

The Task Force shall have the following powers and duties;

1. Giving direction on issuing of periodic guidelines on the
procedures for various precautionary measures, taking in-

to consideration the prevalence of the disease;

2. Promoting and enforcing implementation of scientifically
proven techniques for the prevention of spread the disease
such as hand washing, respiratory hygiene, masks, no
hand shaking, and other measures prescribed by this Di-

rective;

3. Consult on the basis of research and other resources re-

Provides the necessary guidance to deal with the problems
caused by social and economic measures determined by

this Directive and other procedures;

Coordinates the general implementation of the actions and
prohibitions determined by this Directive and other direc-

tives or manuals to implement this Directive.

Provides technical assistance in implementing this Di-

rective;

Implement this Directive in collaboration with relevant

governmental and non-governmental organizations.

Cooperate with the World Health Organization, any gov-
ernmental, international or regional organization to im-

plement this Directive when necessary.

Provides policy direction that implements this Directive

Develop, implement, and revise plans regularly to reduce

the risk and impact of the disease by making risk analysis

Encourage and coordinate cooperation between regions

and institutions in preventing the spread of the disease.

Ensure collaboration and coordination between the na-

tional and sub-national level and across sectors;

Mobilize the necessary financial and human resources for

the preparation and response of the disease;

Establishes, monitors and directs various sub-task forces
