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A_PROCLAMATI TO AMEND THE
IMMIGRATI PROCILAMATI N

354/2003

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to
put in place a procedure to accommodate the
changes that have passed since the proclamation
was issued and the changes that follow the
changes in international and national conditions;

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to
have a travel information and registration system
in line with other countries and to ensure the
legitimacy of people passing through the
country's exit and entrance gates, it is necessary
to amend the proclamation to easily prevent
crime and reduce the social and economic
damage that may be caused to the country;

NOW, THEREFORE, by Article 55(2)
(e) of the Constitution of the Federal Democratic
Republic of Ethiopia, it is hereby proclaimed as
follows.

1. Short Title

This Proclamation may be cited as the
“Immigration (Amended) Proclamation No.
1339 /2024 .
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2. Amendment

Immigration Proclamation No. 354/2003 is
here by amended as follows:

1/ Sub-Article (2) of Article 2 of the
Proclamation is hereby deleted and
replaced by the following new Sub-
Article (2):

“2/ “Service” means the Immigration
and Citizenship Service.

2/ the following new Sub-Article (6), (7)
and (8) are added next to the Sub-Article
(5) of Article 2 of the Proclamation:

6/ "Carrier" means a person who
carries a passenger to Ethiopia by
the law who comes in or out;

7/ "Person" means any natural or
judicial person;

8/ Any expression in the masculine
gender includes the feminine.

3/ Referred to as "the Authority" in any
place of the Proclamation shall be read as
"the Service".

4/ Sub-Article (2) of Article 3 of the
Proclamation is deleted and replaced by
the following new Sub-Article (2):

"2/ In addition to those listed under Sub-
Article (1) of this Article a foreign
citizen who has tourist, transit, short
meeting, workshop; media work; a
religious or sports visa shall
possess:

a) a travel ticket for return or travel
to another country; and

b) a valid entry visa and health
certificate shall have to enter the
country he intends to travel to as
deemed necessary."

5/ Article 7 of the Proclamation is deleted
and replaced by the following new
Article 7:
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"7. Reople Who Will be Banned from
Leaving Ethiopi

1/ Any person shall be banned from
leaving Ethiopia if ordered by the
court by law.

2/ Notwithstanding Sub-Article (1)
of this Article, the Director
General of the Service may
suspend any person from leaving
the country based on information
obtained from relevant security
service and law enforcement
organs or the information
obtained by the Service itself and
he believes that there is a clear
and substantial harm that cannot
be reversed in the national
interest and security.

3/ According to Sub-Article (2) of
this Article, the ban will not be
enforced after 3 (three) working
days unless the competent court
maintain the ban.

A new paragraph (e) is added next to the
letter (d) of Article 13(1), of the
Proclamation:

"(e) Foreign persons entering Ethiopia on
a religious or medical visa within 30
days from the date of entry.

“the following new paragraph (c) is
added next to the paragraph (b) of Sub-
Article (2) of Article 16 of this
Proclamation, the existing paragraph (c)
renumbered as paragraph (d):

"c) By the recognition of the Director
General of the Service on foreign
persons in the country shall provide

emergency field control during
government working days and
hours;"

Article 17, of the Proclamation is hereby
deleted and replaced by the following
new Article 17.
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“17. Obligations of Carriers

1/ Any carrier shall notify or send

the service the advanced
passenger's  information  and
name list three hours prior to the
departure of a passenger for entry
or deportation.

A carrier carrying a foreign
person to Ethiopia must ensure
that the passenger has fulfilled
the provisions of Article 3 of the
Proclamation and has
disembarked at the gateway
determined by the Regulations
issued by the Proclamation.

Any air transport carrier that
embarks passengers departing
Ethiopia  shall notify  the
advanced passengers'
information and name records to
the country to which he is going
three hours before departure.

Any carrier providing
transportation services other than
air transport services shall
disclose the advanced
passenger’s  information and
names of passengers before
arriving in the country to which
they are traveling, by the
agreement or principle of give
and take.

Without prejudice to paragraph
(a) of Sub-Article (1) and Sub-
Article (2) of Article 21(as re-
arranged) of this Proclamation,
the carrier violets provision of
Sub-Articles (1) , (2) of this
Article and Article (3) of this
proclamation shall return the
person transferred at its own
expense."

The following new Article 19 is added
Next to Article 18 of the Proclamation
and the existing Articles 19-24 are re-
arranged as 20-25:
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1/ Any person who wants to bring
in a foreign person to the country
for work or other services must
complete the necessary
information and register for the
Service.

2/ The person who is obliged to
register under Sub-Article (1), of
this Article shall notify the
Service within three working
days of the termination of the
relationship with the registered
person.

3/ Any legal person shall register a
representative for the Service in
order to obtain the services
required by a representative, and
in the event of a change of
representative, he shall notify the
Service.

4/ The detailed implementation of
this Article shall be determined
by the Directives to be issued for
the implementation of this
Proclamation."

following new Article is added as

Article 21 Next to the Article 20, of this
Proclamation (as re-arranged by Article 7
of this Proclamation) and the existing
Articles 21 to 25 (as re-arranged by
Article 7 of this Proclamation) are
hereby re-arranged to be Articles 22, 23,
24, 25 and 26:

"21, Administrative Penalty

Any person who violates this
Proclamation, any Regulation or
Directive  issued  under  this
Proclamation shall be subject to
administrative measures by the
Regulations issued by the Council of
Ministers."

11/ Article 23 of the Proclamation (as re-
arranged), is hereby deleted and replaced
by the following new Article 23:
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“23. Power to Issue Directives and
Regulations

1/ The Council of Ministers may

issue Regulations necessary for

the implementation of this
Proclamation.

2/ The Service may issue Directives
necessary for the implementation

of this Proclamation and
Regulations issued under this
Proclamation.

3. [Effective Date

This Proclamation shall be effective starting
from the date of its approval by the House of
People's Representatives.
