This Regulation is issued by the Council
of Ministers pursuant to Article 46 (2) of the
Definition of Power and Duties of the
Executive Organs of the Federal Democratic
Republic of Ethiopia Proclamation No.
1263/2021.

1. Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as “The
Council of Ministers Regulation No.
503/2022 to Determine the Organization,

Power and Duties of Animal Health

Institute”

2. Definition

In this Regulation unless the context

otherwise requires:

1/ “Animal” includes mammals, animal

in water bodies, birds and bees;

2/  “Insects” include tsetse flies and other
vectors that carry and transmit animal

disease causing agents;

3/ “Diagnostics” means laboratory tests
and investigative activities performed
using standard procedures on samples
from animals, animal products, from
insect vectors, plants or others to
identify the animal disease causative

agent itself or indicators of the agent;

4/ “Research” means a scientific study
systematically conducted to bring

solution for animal health problem;

5/ “Accredited test” means a laboratory
test method that has got acceptance
by accreditation body recognized by
International Laboratory

Accreditation Cooperation;

6/ “Disease” means any harmful
deviation from the normal state in

animals;

7/ “Disease outbreak” means the
occurrence of one or more animal

cases in an epidemiological unit;

“Transboundary animal disease”
means highly contagious epidemic
animal disease that has the potential
for very rapid spread irrespective of

national borders;

“Epidemic animal disease” means
diseases that have a potential to
cause illness or tremendous animal

death or zoonosis;

“Referral diagnostic” means a

referral test service delivered by the

Institute  when the diagnostic

capacity is beyond the Regional
Veterinary Laboratories or other

bodies that are recognized in

delivering animal health diagnostic

service;
“Biological” includes laboratory
inputs, vaccine, fly species and

animal blood used for the purpose of

laboratory or tsetse fly mass rearing;

“Technology” includes scientific
method, equipment and standards
used for diagnostic, control and

eradication of animal disease;

“Radiation”  includes  gamma,

visible, infrared and ultraviolet rays;

“Ministry” or “Minister” means the

Ministry or the Minister of

Agriculture respectively;

15/ “Region” means any state established
under Article 47 of the Constitution
of the Federal Democratic Republic
of Ethiopia and includes the Addis
Ababa City Administration and Dire
Dawa City Administrations;

The Institute shall have its Head Office
in Oromia Region, Oromia Special Zone
Surrounding Finfinne, Sebeta town and

shall have centers in different Regions.

Objectives

The Institute shall have the following

objectives:

1/ To ensure the competitiveness and
benefit of the country from domestic
and international livestock resource

market through conducting research

and diagnostics relevant for prevention
and control of animal diseases before
causing significant consequences on
the economy, public health and

environment;
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2/ To enhance livestock production and
productivity by applying prevention,
control and eradication measures in
areas affected by tsetse fly and

trypanosomosis;

3/ To develop the capacity of
stakeholders involved in the sector
through provision of training and

consultancy services on animal health.

Power and Duties

The Institute shall have the following

powers and duties:

1/ Coordinate researches on animal health
problems causing negative impact on
the economy, public health and
environment; conduct research and
development activities, evaluate and
promote research outcomes and
provide policy ideas;

2/ ldentify animal disease  control
strategies based on research and
diagnostic  findings and provide
recommendation;

3/ Adapt animal health  research
technologies from other countries;

4/ Conduct research on traditional and
modern medicine;

5/ Deliver referral diagnostic services on
animal health and provide
confirmation and approval of final

diagnostic test result in the country;

Deliver professional advice, provide
short term and on job trainings, work
in collaboration with higher education
institutions for long term trainings
with regard to animal health issues for
professionals, institutions and private
organizations engaged in the field;

Collect, store, organize, analyze, and
share animal health information with
stakeholders; and disseminate
information for the public through

publication, the Institute’s website,

Mass medias and other
communication means;
Identify  appropriate  controlling

mechanisms and strategies for tsetse
fly and trypanosomosis, implement
prevention, control and eradication
measures and evaluate outcomes;

In collaboration with other concerned
bodies, use radiation technology for
health

diagnostics and control purpose,

animal research, disease
Import and use or export in accordance
with country’s laws; samples, tsetse
flies and other biological products for

animal health research and diagnosis;

Work, in collaboration with national
health

research and diagnostic Institutions

and international animal
and supporting organizations based up
on the appropriate legal framework set

in the country;
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18/ Charge fees for the services delivered
by the Institute as per the rate to be set
by the Council of Ministers
Regulation;

19/ Implement internationally acceptable
systems and standards to enhance the
quality and capability of disease
diagnostic and research activities;

20/ Establish

laboratory  equipment

and make functional

maintenance
unit used for diagnostic and research
purposes;

21/ Own property, enter into contracts, sue

and be sued in its own name;

22/ Perform other related activities as may
be necessary for the attainment of its

objectives.

6. Qrganization of the Institute

The Institute shall have:

1/ Director General

2/ Deputy Director Generals as may be
necessary; and

3/ The necessary staff.

7. Power and Duties of the Director
General

1/ The Director General shall be the chief
executive officer of the Institute and
shall direct and administer the activities
of the Institute;

2/ Without limiting the generality of the
Sub-Article (1) of this Article, the

Director General shall:
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a) exercise the power and duties of the
Institute specified under Article 5 of

this Regulation;

b) employ, administer, terminate

employees from the Institute in
accordance with the Federal Civil

Service Law and Principles;
c) prepare and submit strategic and
annual plans, work programmes and

budget of the Institute to the Ministry

and implement the same upon
approval;
d) represent the Institute in all its

dealing with third parties;

e) prepare and submit the performance
and financial reports of the Institute
to the Ministry;

3/ The Director General may delegate
part of his power and duties to other
officials and employees for better and
efficient performance of activities in

the Institute.

8. Power and Duties of the Deputy
Director General

1/ Lead and administer the department
assigned to him in accordance with
the

Institute’s organizational

structure;

2/ Perform duties and responsibilities

assigned by the Director General,;
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3/ Unless the Director General delegates
otherwise, the senior Deputy Director
General shall act on behalf of the
Director General in his absence.

9. Budget
The budget of the Institute shall be

allocated by the Government.

10. Books of Accounts

1/ The Institute shall keep complete and
accurate books of accounts;

2/ The book of accounts and financial
documents of the Institute shall be

audited by Auditor General or an auditor

assigned by Auditor General.

11. Effective Date

This Regulation shall enter into force on
the date of publication in the Federal

Negarit Gazette.
