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REGULATION NO. 510/2022

COUNCIL OF MINISTERS REGUILATION
TO PROVIDE THE ESTABLISHMENT OF

ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE INSTITUT.

This Regulation is issued by the Council of
Ministers Pursuant to Article 103 of the
Definition of Powers and Duties of the Executive
Organs of the Federal Democratic Republic of
Ethiopia Proclamation No. 1263/2021.

1. Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as the
“Artificial Intelligence Institute Establishment
Council of Ministers Regulation No.510
/2022."

2. Definition

In this Regulation, unless the context requires
otherwise:

1/ "Artificial intelligence" means an
efficiency which is based upon software
algorithm that mimic Dbiologically
intelligent beings including human
cognitive abilities, such as learning,
problem—solving, reasoning, planning,
natural  language processing, and
perception;
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2/ Infrastructure" means the resources
needed to run a successful artificial
intelligence research program and
covers, inter alias, laws, regulatory body,
physical facilities, knowledge base, data,
and human resources;

3/ "Resource" means knowledge,
information, laws, systems, manpower
and other materials;

4/ "Person" means any natural or judicial
person;

5/ Any expression in Masculine Gender
includes the Feminine.

3. Establishment

1/ The Artificial Intelligence Institute shall
be established by this Regulation as an
autonomous Federal Government
Institution.

2/ The Institute shall be accountable to the
Prime Minister.

4. Head Office

The Institute shall have its Head Office in
Addis Ababa and may have branch office
elsewhere, as may be necessary.

5. Objectives of the Institute

The institute shall have

1/ Be an institute of excellence for research,

development and  deployment of
Artificial intelligence solutions that
benefit the National interest;

2/ Set enabling national policy and
infrastructural  frameworks for the

research, development and deployment
of Artificial Intelligence; and
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3/ Create an conducive ecosystem for
Artificial Intelligence Startups.

6. Powers and Duties of the Institute

The Institute shall have the Powers and
Duties to:

1/ Provides  research-based  artificial
intelligence  products and services
necessary for the development of the
country;

2/ Design and implement short and long-
term artificial intelligence research
implementation plans, strategies and
programs based on the country's
development direction;

3/ Establish and administer International
standard national infrastructure that
enables artificial intelligence research
and development programs;

4/ Formulate, draft, and monitor the
implementation of National Artificial
Intelligence policies, laws and regulatory
frameworks;

5/ Create an eco-system that maintains
interconnection between public and
private entities regarding  artificial
intelligence activities;

6/ Provide support and create systems for
the enhancement of National Artificial
Intelligence  research capacity and
innovation skills;

7/ Collect, analyze and provide data to the
relevant body to support the national
security decision-making process using
artificial intelligence technology; as well
as support to the security forces;

8/  Ensures that artificial intelligence is
implemented in a manner that supports
national economic and social programs;

Enables artificial intelligence to support
decision making process on urban
administration, land administration,
prevention of disaster and other
environmental challenges;

Facilitate establishment of national
artificial intelligence information data
base development, utilization and
supervision ;

Collect, organize and analyze data from
public and private institutions in the
country and provide date analysis
services through artificial intelligence
technology;

Authorizes the wuse of artificial
intelligence research, infrastructure and
private developers' activities and arrange
system  of supervision for the
development of the country;

Add value to internationally recognized
artificial intelligence research products
and adapt them to areas of interest in our
country;

Increase public awareness by making
artificial intelligence technology
information’s accessible;

Holding details data of imported artificial
intelligence technologies and certifies
them for domestic use;

Facilitates the development of manpower
in the sector in collaboration with
domestic and foreign educational
institutions;

Provides support and Collaborate with

the police and other law enforcement
agencies in the prevention and
investigation of crimes using artificial
intelligence technology;

Enhances the development of the sector
based on cooperation and partnership
with similar institutions inside and
outside the country;

The Director General shall be the Chief
Executive Officer of the Institute and
shall direct and administer the Institute.

Without limiting the generality of the
provisions of Sub-Article (1) of this
Atrticle, the Director General shall:

Without prejudice to limitations
provided for by Regulation,

1/ The Deputy Directors shall assist the
Director General in carrying out his
powers and duties.

2/ In the absence of the Director General, a
Deputy General Director with written
delegation or the Senior Deputy General
Director shall direct and administer the
Institute.

Budget

The budget of the institute shall be drawn
from :

1/ Budget allocated by the government;

2/ Service fee to be collected in accordance

with Article 6(19) of this Regulation and
to be utilized upon the approval of the
Prime Minister, for the accomplishment
of its mission; and

3/ Other sources of revenue.

Books of Accounting

1/ The Institute shall keep complete and
accurate books of accounts.
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2/ The books of accounts and financial
documents of the Institute shall be
audited annually by the Auditor General
or by Auditors assigned by him.

The Institute may issue Directive for the
implementation of the power and duties
provided in accordance with this Regulation.

Every concerned body shall have the
obligation to cooperate with the Institute in
exercising its powers and duties pursuant to
this Regulation.

Intelligence Research and Development
Center have been transferred to the Institute

This Regulation shall come into force on the
date of its publication in the Federal Negarit
Gazettee.
