WHEREAS, it has been found necessary to encourage solid waste reusing and recycling
activities in order to properly sort out the solid wastes generated in the city and utilize it
accordingly;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with letter (e) of Sub-Article (3) of Article 15 of the Addis
Ababa City Government Executive Organs Re-establishment and to Specify the Power and
Duties of the thereof Proclamation No. 64/2019 (as amended), the Addis Ababa City
Government Solid Waste Management Agency has issued this directive.

PART ONE

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Title

This directive may be cited as: “The Addis Ababa City Government Solid Waste
Management Agency Solid Waste Reusing and Recycling Activities Incentive
Implementation directive no. 96/2021.”

Definition

In this directive, unless the context requires otherwise:

1. “Agency” means the Addis Ababa City Solid Waste Management Agency;

2. “Association” means associations that are legally organized to collect and sell paper
solid wastes or those associations that are legally organized to produce compost from
solid wastes;

3. “Incentive” means an incentive payment for an association, to encourage reusing or
recycling of solid wastes, based on the tariff specified by the agency, either in
kilograms or cubic meter, for those associations that collect and sell papers and carton
or to those that produce and sell compost as per the amount of the compost and paper
it sell;

4. “Office” means the job opportunities creation and enterprise development office that
exists at the sub-city or ‘woreda’ level.

Application Scope of the Directive
The directive shall only be applicable on those legitimate associations that collect and sell
paper solid wastes and on those lawful associations that produce and sell compost.
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PART TWO

ASSOCIATIONS ENGAGED IN REUSING AND RECYCLING ACTIVITIES
THAT RECEIVE INCENTIVES

4. Solid Waste Reusing and Recycling Activities that receive Incentives

1. Solid waste papers and carton that are collected and sold for the purpose of reusing
and recycling and compost produced from decayable solid waste and sold are the only
reusing and recycling activities that receive incentives.

2. Any individual or any association established out of the reusing and recycling service
will not get a compost or paper and carton incentive payment.

5. Associations entitled to Incentives

1. Any association subsidized for carton and paper should be legally organized by the
job creation and enterprise development office through a request submitted by the
general manager office of the ‘woreda’ to the thereof that the association is going to
be engaged in the reusing and recycling service.

2. Without prejudice to Sub-Article (1) of this Article, the legally organized association
will not receive the incentive payment unless its establishment is recognized and
registered by the general manager office of the sub-city and by the solid waste
management agency.

6. Business Agreement

1. Any association that receive an incentive for compost production should be legally
organized by the job creation and enterprise development office through a request
submitted by the general manager office of the ‘woreda’ to the thereof that the
association is going to be engaged in compost reusing and recycling service as well as
it should only be recognized and registered by the general manager office of the sub-
city and the agency.

2. Without prejudice to Sub-Article (1) of this Article, any association should have a
business agreement with the general manager office of the ‘woreda’, by attaching its
establishment document, to get the paper, carton and compost incentive.
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PART THREE

REQUEST FOR INCENTIVE AND DECISION MAKING

7. Evidences Needed for the Request of Paper, Carton and Compost Incentive

1.

Any association organized in the reusing and recycling service and enter into a
business agreement with the general manager office of the ‘woreda’, that asks for
paper, carton, or compost incentive, shall be obliged to state the amount of its sell in
cubic meter or kilograms in its formal letter and submit same to the general manager
office of the ‘woreda’.

Without prejudice to Sub-Article (1) of this Article, any association organized in the
reusing and recycling service, while requesting paper, carton, and compost incentive,
to the general manager office of the ‘woreda’ in its formal letter, is obliged to attach
the receipt for selling the input.

Without prejudice to Sub-Article (2) of this Article, any association that requests
paper, carton, and compost incentive payment, while submitting its own sells
voucher, it must also present the formal letter of an institution, organization or
association that states a request for transaction or the amount of compost or paper it
has purchased.

Without prejudice to Sub-Article (3) of this Article, an association engaged in the
paper solid waste reusing and recycling service can request the incentive payment
using the receipt of an organization that purchases the product if the organization
gives a receipt for the association that corroborate the transaction. However, the
receipt should be produced under the permission of the Revenue Bureau and should
have serial number and consist the name and emblem of the organization.

Without prejudice to Sub-Article (2) of this Article, the general manager office of the
‘woreda’ shall examine and verify the paper, carton, and compost incentive payment
as well as attach the transaction documents; and notify same to the general manager
office of the sub-city through a formal letter to complete the payment.

8. Paper, Carton and Compost Incentive Payment Delivery and Amount

1.

The general manager office of the sub-city shall verify and examine the paper, carton,
and compost incentive payment documents sent by the ‘woreda’ and cause payments
to be completed.

The compost, paper, and carton incentive payment shall be carried out through Addis
loan and savings Institution.
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3. The paper, carton, and compost incentive payment shall be examined, and verified as
well as will be paid to the association at the end of every month between the 25" to
the 30™ days of the month.

4. With the current price, an incentive of birr 3.00 (Three birr) shall be paid for one
kilogram of compost or an incentive of birr 800.00 (Eight hundred birr) shall be paid
for one cubic meter compost as well as birr 1.50 (One birr and fifty cents) shall be
paid for one kilogram of paper.

5. The agency may, as per conditions, improve, hold or extend the compost, paper, and
carton incentive payment in consultation with the Finance Bureau.

PART FOUR

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

9. Duty to Cooperate

Any person shall be duty bound to cooperate with the indicated organs in this directive
regarding its implementation.

10. Amending the Directive

The Agency may amend this directive as it is found necessary.

11. Inapplicable Procedures and Directives

Any directives and internal procedures which are inconsistent with this directive shall
have no effect.

12. Effective Date

This directive shall enter into force as of this 9" day of May, 2021.
