General Provisions
1. Short title

This directive may be cited as

Vehicle No. 1051 /2025.”

License” means a license

issued by the Ministry or the
appropriate organ for enterprise
that  provide technological
results to reduce the amount of
polluting gas emissions from
vehicles or for technical
inspection institutions.

"Certificate" means a proofing
paper given to a vehicle that
meets the

pollutant gas

emission level standard issued
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by the Ethiopian Standards
Institute, after the vehicle
measured by an inspection

entity;
6) "Person" means a natural or
juridical person;
7) Words and phrases defined
under Article 2 of the
Proclamation shall apply to this
directive as appropriate;
8) Any expression in the
masculine gender under this
Directive includes the feminine

gender.

3. Scope of application

This Directive, in accordance with
provided law, shall be applicable
on vehicles which are required to
undergo an annual inspection,
registered and operated all over
the country, vehicles assemblers,
and

Manufacturers, importers

vehicles owners as well.

emissions;

3) Conduct an annual inspection of
vehicles in accordance with the
Ethiopian Pollutant Gas

Emission Standard, as part of

the annual technical inspection

(Bolo), and issue a certificate

confirming compliance with the

standard;

2) The original and copy of the
renewed residential identity card
and national identity card of the
manager or owner,

3) An office, the original and a copy
of the Title Certificate of House
confirming that it has an office
space of not less than 40 square
meters that can park not less

than two vehicles; or

4) If the workplace is rental, the

original and copy of the rental

1) By ensuring that the
requirements set forth in Article 6
of this directive are met, it grants,
renews, and cancels competency
assurance license of companies
that provide technological results
to reduce the amount of polluting
gas emissions from vehicles or
technical inspection institutions.

2) If the requirements set forth in
Article 6 of this directive are not
met, a written response will be

given to the applicant within five

It regulates vehicles whose
emission level of pollutant gas
exceeds the set level from import

to the country;

Fuel-user vehicles entering to the
country shall meet the set emission

standards;

In coordination with the
concerned bodies, it monitors the
installation of technologies that
can reduce the amount of

12. Activities to be

performed by the

1) During the annual inspection
of vehicles registered by the
office, it verifies that their
emission levels of pollutant gas
are measured according to the
set standards and that they
have a certificate;

2) It shall fix the vehicles whose
emission level of pollutant gas
exceeds the set level and take
administrative measure
against those who do not fix it
within the given time;

3) Shall conduct an emergency
emission inspection of all fuel-
user vehicles, makes
adjustments and takes
administrative action against

those who do not correct it;

Part four

Miscellaneous provisions

13. Transitional Provisions

1) Within six months from the

date of issuance of this
directive, any vehicle registered
in Ethiopia must be measured
according to the issued
standard and have a certificate
of verification.

2) During inspection, a vehicle
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found not to meet the level of
emission of pollutant gas
standard must have a
certificate of correction within
four months from the date of it
was submitted for inspection.

3) During the inspection, the
vehicle found not to meet the
level of pollutant gas emission
level standard and without
making corrections within the
given four-month time limit
shall be subject to the
administrative measures set
forth in Article 16 of this
directive.

14. Prohibitions

Committing the following activities is

prohibited for any person:

1) Driving on the road a vehicle
that has not been certified
certificate to meet the
emissions standards;

2) Failure to bring the title
certificate book(Libre) when the
vehicle is brought to the testing
institution to measure the
amount of pollutant gas
emissions;

3) Importing, producing,
distributing, installing or using

emission reduction devices that
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do not meet the standards
issued by Ethiopia;
4) Failure to purchase and
operate a vehicle exhaust gas
emission measurement device
according to the issued
standards;
5) Issuing business license to

measure pollutant gas
emissions or import pollutant
gas emission reduction device
without issuing a competency
assurance license for import,
manufacture or install;

6) Violation of the proclamation
and any provisions of this

directive.

15. Legal Liability

Subject to the provision of liability
under the relevant law, if the person
who is obliged to comply with this
directive is found to have violated the
provisions of the proclamation and
the directive, shall be subject to
administrative

measures provided

under Article 16 of this directive.

16. Administrative measures

1) A vehicle without a certification
of greenhouse gas emission
levels shall prompt  the

issuance of a written warning to

its owner, requiring them to
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2)

provide the necessary
documentation and rectify the
issue within a 15-day time
limit. If the owner fails to
comply within this time frame,
the vehicle shall be suspended
from operation for fifteen
consecutive days, accompanied
by a final written warning.

If the vehicle remains
suspended and the owner fails
to provide proof of greenhouse
gas emission levels within 15
days  following the final
warning, the vehicle shall face
suspension from operation for
three months.

If the administrative measures
outlined in sub-articles (1) and
(2) are implemented, and the
vehicle still fails to provide a
certificate demonstrating
compliance with greenhouse
gas emission levels, the vehicle
shall be permanently
suspended from operation.

Any person who violates any of
the
Articles 14 (1), (2), (3), and (5) of

this Directive shall be subject

prohibitions stated in

to the administrative measures

revoked.

17. Grievance submission and

resolution system
1) Any person who has a complaint
with  the  service provided
according to the directive can
submit the complaint in writing
to the head of the department
that provided the service within
five working days of the
complaint.
2) The officer to whom a complaint
is submitted must respond in
writing to the complaint within

five working days.

A person who is dissatisfied with
the officer's response can submit
his complaint in writing to the
minister or the officer of the
appropriate organ within three
working days.

The Minister or the officer of the
appropriate organ shall issue a
written administrative decision
to the complaint within fifteen
working days.

The decision of the Minister or
officer of the appropriate organ
shall be the final administrative

decision.

18. Service Fee

1) Any enterprise or individual

must pay a service fee when

taking a competency
assurance license and
requesting other related
services in accordance with

this directive.

2) The Ministry shall establish

the service fee prescribed by

this directive through

regulations issued by the

Council of Ministers.

19. Inapplicable Laws

Any directive or customary practices

that contradict with this directive

shall not apply to matters covered by
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this directive.

20. Attachment documents

The emission standard for vehicle
emissions issued by the Ethiopian
Standards Institute and the attached
documents to this directive shall be

part and parcel of this directive.

21. Amendment the

Directive
The Ministry may amend the
directive when it deems

necessary.

22. Effective date of the

Directive

This directive shall be registered
