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PROCLAMATION NO. 1232/2021

A PROCLAMATION TO PROVIDE FOR THE
AMENDMENT OF THE DEFENSE FORCES
PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to
amend the Defense Forces Proclamation;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with
Article 55 (1) of the Constitution of the Federal
Democratic Republic of Ethiopia, it is hereby
proclaimed as follows.

1. Short Title

This Proclamation may be cited as “Defense
Forces (Amendment) Proclamation No.
1232/2021.”

2. Amendment

The Defense Forces Proclamation No.
1100/2019 is hereby amended as follows:

1/ Paragraph (c) of Sub-Article (4) of
Article 10 of the Proclamation are
deleted and replaced by the following
new paragraph;

¢) 60 years for Officers with the rank of
General and above.

2/ Paragraphs (a) and (b) of Sub-Article (6)
of Article 10 of the Proclamation are
deleted and replaced by the following
new paragraphs (a) and (b).
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a) “term of service for a non-
commissioned officer with the rank
of Master Sergeant and above, its
equivalent, and of junior and senior
officers may be extended for a period
of not more than five years;”

b) “term of service for Brigadier General,
Major General, Lieutenant General or
General or officers with a more senior
rank may be extended every three
years when necessary.”

3/ Paragraph (d) of Article 10 Sub Article
8 of the Proclamation is hereby deleted
and replaced by new paragraph (d) of
Sub Article 8 of Article 10:

“d/ Extension of term of service for

officers with the rank of General or

above shall be approved by the

Commander-in-Chief of the Armed

Force.”

4/ Sub-Article (1) of Article 12 of the
proclamation is deleted and replaced by
the following Sub-Article (1):

1) “those members of the defense force
with critical and special skills with
more than seven years of service,
officers with the rank of Colonel with
twenty or more years of military
service , officers with the rank of
General or a more senior rank shall
be entitled to buy one personal
automobile free of duties.”

5/ Sub-Article (4) is added following Sub
Article (3) of Article 12 of the
Proclamation;

“4/ a member of the military forces on
active duty, who is in his uniform and
carrying a valid ID card shall be
given priority in public and private
sector service providers.”

6/ Sub-Article (5) is added following Sub
Article (4) of Article 12 of the
Proclamation;
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“5/ a member of the military forces on
active duty who is in his uniform and
carrying a valid ID card shall be
entitted to a 10% discount for
services he procures in person in all
public owned enterprises.”

Sub-Article (6) is added following Sub
Article (5) of Article 12 of the
Proclamation;

“6/ The Ministry of Defense shall work
with all relevant agencies so that
private sector service providers and
enterprises shall implement discount,
recognition and incentive programs
on a voluntary basis for the benefit of
members of the national defense
force.

Sub-Articles (4) and (5) are added
following Sub-Article (3) of Article 18
ofthe Proclamation:

“4/ without prejudice to Sub-Article (1)
of this Article, other internationally
accepted special military ranks for
Senior Officers that are recognized
particularly in the African continent
may be given by The Head of State,
upon recommendation by the
Commander-in-Chief of the Armed
Forces.”

“5/ protocol and benefits for the special
military ranks to be given pursuant to
Sub-Article (4) of this Article shall be
determined by a regulation of the
Council of Ministers.”

paragraphs from (a) to (n) of Sub-Article
(1) of Article 48 of the Proclamation are
re-organized as paragraphs (b) to (o),
respectively and the following new
paragraph (a) is added;

“a/ the Medal of Black Lion;”

new paragraphs (f) and (g) are added
following paragraph (e) (as re-organized)
of Sub-Article (1) of Article 48 of the
Proclamation and paragraphs that were
next to (e) are re-organized respectively
to subsequent paragraphs;
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“f/ the medal of Gold Star for Heroic
Loyalty;”

“g/ the medal of Silver Star for Heroic
Loyalty;”

11/ Articles from 49 to 75 of the

Proclamation are renumbered as Articles
from 50 to 76 and a new Article 49 is
added,;

“49/ the Medal of Black Lion

1. The Medal of Black Lion is the
highest award that is bestowed
to an Ethiopian individual,
military unit or group that has
made an immense contribution
to safeguard the existence and
sovereignty of the nation from
grave danger, has performed
extraordinary feats of heroism
and service to protect the
territorial integrity and unity as
well as Constitutional Order of
the State.

2. Save for the award of the
medal, an awardee of the
Medal of Black Lion will
receive the honor and
entitlements of an awardee
who has received the Medal of
the Victory of Adwa twice
except the medal.”

12/ Sub-Article (1) of Article 50 (as re-

organized) of the Proclamation is deleted
and replaced by the new Sub-Article (1);

“l. The award of the Medal of the
Victory of Adwa is bestowed to an
Ethiopian individual, military unit or
group that has performed unparalleled
feats of bravery in the battlefield.”

13/ Articles from 54 to 76 (as renumbered)

of the Proclamation are renumbered as
Articles from 56 to 78 and new Articles
54 and 55 are added,;
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“54/ The Medal of Gold Star for
Loyalty

1/ The Medal of Gold Star for
Heroic Loyalty is bestowed to
an Ethiopian military commander
of any level, that has revealed
the special loyalty to his country
such as by keeping national
secrecy or in any way while
under enemy control due to
kidnapping out of the battle
field situation context .

2/ An awardee of the Medal of
Gold Star for Heroic Loyalty
receives the  honor and
entitlements of an awardee of
the Medal with Palm Leaf for
Participation in the Armed
Struggle save the award.”

“55/ The Medal of Silver Star for
Loyalty

1/ The Medal of Silver Star for
Heroic Loyalty is bestowed to
an Ethiopian individual military
unit or group that has revealed
the special loyalty to his country
out of the battle field situation
context.

2/ An awardee of the Medal of
Silver Star for Heroic Loyalty
receives the  honor and
entitlements of an awardee of
the Medal without Palm Leaf
for Participation in the Armed
Struggle save the award.”

3. Effective Date

This Proclamation shall enter into force on
the date of 24" December, 2020 its
ratification by the House of Peoples’
Representatives.
