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Directive No. 890/2022
Ministry of Mines Directive to control the quality of

Cement input and cements production

Preamble

WHEREAS it is necessary to supervise and support
Cement factories that have been granted a license and
commence production, to identify the problems they en-
counter and resolve such difficulties as well as create
suitable conditions for them to utilize their full capacity
and enhance the cement productivity and quality.

WHEREAS it is necessary to ensure the benefit of res-
idents found at locations whereby the input minerals for

cement are produced.

NOW, THEREFORE, this Directive is issued pursuant
to Article 23 of the Proclamation No0.1263/2021 and
Mining Operation Proclamation No. 678/2010 (as
amended) Article 82 (2).

Part One

General

1. Short Title

This directive may be cited as the “Cement Pro-
duction and Inputs Control Directive Number
890/2022.”

2. Definitions
In this directive, unless the context otherwise
requires:

factory that has a valid license;
“Input Supplier” means a licensee that pro-
duces and supplies input minerals to cement

factories;

"Sales Price of Inputs " means a sales price of
cement input minerals to be determined by the
Ministry, excluding the cost of production and

transportation;

“Input” means a mineral that will be used for

cement production;

“Clinker” means an input burned at high tem-

perature and is ready for cement production;

“Relevant Body” means the Ministry of Mines
or the legally authorized regional body that

administers mining operations;

“State” means any state specified under Arti-
cle 47(1) and established pursuant to article
47(2) and (3) of the FDRE constitution, and
includes the Addis Ababa and Dire Dawa City

Administrations;

“Person” means any natural person or a legal

entity;

“Licensing authority” means the ministry of
mines or state organ in charge of the mining

sector as appropriate;

10/ Any expression in the masculine gender

includes the feminine.
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3. Scope of Application

This directive shall apply to cement factories

and input suppliers that operate within the

territory of Ethiopia.

The Functions and Responsibilities of
Government Bodies

To Factories;

A. provide support to acquire input

minerals used for cement production;

B. work in cooperation with the concerned

bodies to bring industrial peace;

C. Provide support to get the necessary
spare parts at the required amount.

Ensure that the produced cement and input

minerals fulfill the necessary quality standards;

inspect whether the factories carry out their
operations in line with their contractual

obligations and work plan;

provide support to enhance the productivity

of factories;

determine the price of input minerals; ensure that
transactions are carried out in line with the price

that has been set;

evaluate the production plan and
performance of factories; undertake the nec-
essary remedial measures by performing
monitoring and control activities;
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7/ audit the stock amount of input minerals for
the licenses that have been issued; carry out
subsequent necessary actions based on the
findings;

8/ ensure the necessary payments are effected

to the government;

9/ work to create good relations among
factories, input mineral producers and the

surrounding community;

10/ provide support for capacity building works
that enhance the capacity of factories and

input mineral producers;

11/ Create favorable conditions for better
infrastructure and power supply in areas
where cement and input minerals are

produced:;

12/ Identify, and provide support to factories
and input suppliers that are producing below
capacity or ceased production for no
apparent reason; undertake corrective

measures as necessary,

13/ Work in cooperation with the concerned
body in order to create work opportunities
within the sector and to ensure the economic

benefit of the society;

14/ take administrative measures against those

who do not comply with this directive;
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cooperate with the concerned authority to

take legal actions as needed,;

15/ Perform  other

similar and beneficial

functions to the sector.

5. Regional power and functions

The

Regional Mining Operations Administrative

Body shall have the following functions and

responsibilities: to

identify the input mineral production areas;

provide license area through contract to a
licensee legally established; administer and
receive the area when the license expires af-

ter terminating the contract;

Monitor the environmental rehabilitation

works undertaken by the licensees;

provide training on input production, quality
assurance and environmental rehabilitation

works;

gather the documents provided by input min-
eral producers; confirm the authenticity of
the files;

create linkages between factories and input

mineral producers;

Monitor and supervise the supply of
sufficient inputs for cement production and
take corrective action in case of associated

problems;
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8/ Control inappropriate activities in relation to
input supply and distribution; take measures
and cooperate with the concerned authority

to take legal actions as needed;

9/ provide periodic feedback and reports to the
ministry through communication channels

that have been laid out;

10/ Promote good relations among factories,
input mineral producers and the local com-
munity in cooperation with the concerned

bodies;

11/ provide support for input producers to
enhance their productivity; monitor their
compliance with the terms and conditions of

the contract and work program;

12/ supervise cement input minerals to be sold at

the rate that have been determined;

13/ evaluate the work performance data of the
input producers; carry out the necessary

adjustments;

14/ conduct the necessary supervision and con-
trol activities on cement input mineral pro-

ducers;

15/ audit the stock amount of input minerals for
the licenses that have been issued by the re-
gion; carry out subsequent necessary actions
based on the findings;

16/ Create conditions for better infrastructure and
power supply in areas where cement and in-

put minerals are produced;

establish an efficient input supply system and
provide quality inputs in accordance with the

contract;

provide in advance annual and monthly

production plan to the licensing authority;

transfer sales, delivery, price and other

necessary information to the licensing
authority;
provide the necessary cooperation to

supervisors assigned by the relevant

authority;

Refrain from committing actions that disrupt

or disturb the input supply system.

7. Other Licensees

Other licensees have the following functions and re-

sponsibilities: to

except for licensees who produce inputs for
their own factory, conclude a contract with the
factory to which they sell input minerals;

lay out an efficient input supply system and

provide quality inputs in accordance with the
contract;

submit report to the licensing authority the

input to be sold every fifteen days;

carry  out  rehabilitation  works  on
environmental damages that occur during in-
put mineral production and delivery process;

provide in advance annual and monthly

production plan to the licensing authority;
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provide sales, delivery, price and other neces-

sary information to the licensing authority;

provide the necessary cooperation to supervi-

sors assigned by the relevant authority;

Refrain from committing actions that disrupt
or disturb the input supply system.

8. Factories

The factories have the following responsibilities to:

register and report to the licensing authority
the total amount of input and clinker provided

to the factory;

report the annual and monthly production plan
to the licensing authority;

report weekly the cement product type and

quantity to the licensing authority;

provide cement quality assurance every Six

months;

report the factory’s maximum and minimum

production capacity on a quarterly basis;

produce cement at full capacity; notify the
licensing authority within twenty-four hours
of the occurrence of inability to produce at

full capacity;

producing cement and inputs below capacity

without sufficient reasons;
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Providing false or fraudulent reports to the

licensing authority.
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Administrative Actions
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directive as follows;

A. where it is cement inputs licensee, in

accordance with the mining operation

proclamation and Regulation;

B. where it is cement factory, it will be
notified, suspended, or revoke the
license based on the weight of the
violation;

C. if the case entails criminal liability,
such persons may be held accountable

under the criminal law.

Administrative measures to be taken in
accordance with sub-article 1 of this Article
shall be notified to the person in writing.

11. Appeal Procedures

Any person aggrieved by an administrative
decision shall apply within 10 (ten) working
days to the head of the relevant authority in

writing.

The head of the relevant authority shall notify
the applicant his decision within 10 (ten)

working days in writing.

If the head of the relevant authority has not
notified his decision within the period
specified in sub-article 2 of this Article or if
the applicant is aggrieved by the decision, he

may appeal to the competent court;

No person may appeal to the competent court
in accordance with sub-article 3 of this Article

Part Five
Miscellaneous Provisions

Obligation to Cooperate

Any person shall cooperate for the execution of this
directive.

Amendment or repeal

The Ministry may amend or repeal this Directive.

Matters not applicable

No working procedure or practice shall in so far as
they are inconsistent with this Directive, be applica-
ble with respect to matters provided for in this Di-

rective.

Effective Date
This directive shall enter in to force from the date of

approval by the signature of the Minister.
