Ministry of culture and sport

Establishment of National Sport Associations

Revised directive

WHEREAS, it is necessary to train effective ath-
letes by promoting a broad-based mass sport and in-
volving the community by clearly clarifying the or-
ganization, practices and responsibilities of various
sport associations involved in the development and

growth of sports in the country;

WHEREAS, it is necessary to establish a system in
place to ensure that sport associations are registered
and recognized in various sports sectors to promote

and expand the sport in democratic way;

NOW THEREFORE, the Ministry as per article 37
(1) (n) of Proclamation No. 1263/2021 amended this

directive as follows;
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PART ONE
General

1. Short title

This directive may be cited as “establishment of
national sport associations amended directive no
907/2022”.

2. Definition

In this directive, unless the context requires
otherwise:

1) “Ministry” means Ministry of Culture and
Sport;

2) ’International Federation” means federations
established in their respective sport at the
international level,

3) "Sport associations” means association
established to direct, coordinate and support

one or more sports at community level;

4) "Sport Federation" means a sport association
established by the permission and
recognition of the Ministry; to lead, develop
and lead sport throughout the country;

5) "Ethiopian Olympic Committee” means a
committee established with the permission
and recognition of the Ministry, to promote
and direct Olympic activities throughout the
country in accordance with the International
Olympic Charter;

6) "Ethiopian Paralympic Committee” means a
committee authorized by the Ministry to
promote, develop and lead Paralympic sports
throughout the country in accordance with
the International Paralympic Charter;
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7) "Ethiopian Deaf Sport Federation” means a
federation established by the Permission of
the Ministry to promote, develop and lead
Ethiopian Deaf Sport in accordance with the
International  Deaflympics’  Committee
Charter;

8) "Ethiopian university’s sport association"
means an association established by the
universities in Ethiopia with the permission
and recognition of the Ministry to promote,
develop and to lead various types of sports in

the universities;

9) "Ethiopian Community Sport Association™
means an association establish by the
community with the permission and recogni-
tion of the Ministry to promote, develop and
manage community sports throughout the
country;

10) "Region” means any region established as
per article 47 of the constitution and includes
the Addis Ababa and Dire Dawa city
administrations;

11) "Regional sport association” means an
association established by the permission and
recognition of the appropriate regional body
for the promotion, development and naviga-
tion of one sport type or different sport types
in the region;

12) "Prominent sport organizations” means the
Ministry of Education, Ministry of Defense,
Ministry of Health, Ethiopian Police
Commission, Federal Prisons Commission
and the Ethiopian Confederation of trade
union;
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13) "Sport Club" means an association licensed
by the sport association to promote sports by

members and sports teams;

14) "General Assembly” means the highest

governing body of a sports association;

15) "Executive Committee” means a body
elected by the General Assembly to oversee

the activities of a national sports association;

16) "Executive Board" means the Executive

Board of the Ethiopian Olympic Committee;

17)"Member" means direct associations,
institutions or individuals who form a sports

association;

18) "Athlete” means a male or female athlete
who competes in a particular sport;

19) "Electoral Executive Committee™ means the
body that executes the election of the

executive committee appointed by the
general assembly of the sports association;

20) "Athletes’ Agent” means a person who has
been accredited by the International and
National Sports Association to facilitate

competition or transfer for athletes;

21) "Team sport” means sports played by a team

of more than one athlete;

22)"Art Sports" means World Taekwondo,
International Taekwondo, Wushu, Karate,
Judo and Kick Boxing, etc.;
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b) Securing/safeguarding the fate of the sport
by means of ensuring the compliance of the
international and national laws, rules and

regulations throughout the country.

6. Naming of Sport Federations

National Sport Federations shall have the
following Administrative structure and naming: A
Federation organized on a specified sport at the
National level will have a naming begins by the
word “Ethiopia” and followed by the sports name
and ends with the term “Federation”

7. Requirements to Establish Federation

To establish a national Federation with legal
recognition the following requirements should be
fulfilled:

1/ When it is the only established body with set
of goals to promote the sport in country;

2/ When having memorandum of association
and article of establishment issued
inconsistent with this directive, international
laws and principles;

3/ When federations are established at least in
5 regions;

4/ When at least 5 clubs in team sport are
legally established in region;

5/ When At least 5 training centers that offer at
2nd dan level in art sports are established in
the region;

6/ When 150 registered Athletes exists in the
region in individual sports;
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7/ 'When the National Federation owns at least
6 clubs in team sport competing at national
level, 10 training centers in art sports, and
250 registered athletes for individual sports;

8/ When it has at least 15 competent referees
and Coaches to lead competitions at the
national level;

9/ When it has sport facilities through loan,

donation or rent;

10/ When it has sport development Program;

11/ When it has standardized Sport equipment

for competition and Training;

12/ When it has established financial manage-

ment and auditing system;

13/ When it has its Own Secretariat office and

necessary Human resource.

8. Powers and Duties of the National Sport
Federation

The National Sport Federations shall have the
following powers and duties:

1) To enforce, respect and publicize Sport
Policy, strategy, program, national and
International rules and regulations;

2) To design and implement the Sport
federations rules and regulations;

3) To issue directive regarding the organization
of sport clubs and implementing the same;
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4) To give permission for pertinent participants
that engage on national, continental and
international competitions;

5) To publicize on the doping laws ratified by
Ethiopia, incorporating the doping issues in
their directives and cooperating on the
investigation of doping test;

6) To lead, promote and develop the at the

national level;

7) To conduct education and public

mobilization on doping issue;

8) To give decision on compliance and

grievances of spot submitted to it;

9) To pronounce fair play and take necessary

measure when an infringement occurs;

10) To give support for regional sport
federations technically and financially;

11) To establish and promote standardized sport

facility and training centers;

12) To develop elite athlete and sport

professionals;

13) To prepare and  participate
on workshops, seminars, trainings
designed in collaboration with
continental  and international  sport
institutions;
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14) To prepare training manuals for coaches,
referees and professionals, set standard and
give license for them;

15) To inter life and physical insurance contract

for the national team member;

16) To issue and implement ethical and electoral
directives inconformity with national and in-

ternational laws and principles;

17) To Facilitate, Perform and promote research
works in order to improve and develop the

Sport;

18) To Organize competitions at national level

or license sport event organizers;

19) To Prepare elite national Athletes represent-
ing at the continental and International
Level

20) To Safeguard the Documents and
information of the federation and
disseminate properly;

21) To Prepare and Implement the Federations’
Strategic plan;

22) To Prepare, report and present the annual
plan to the General Assembly;

23) To conduct the general Assembly meeting
once ina Year,

24) To Increase financial status through
implementing and probing variety of income
generation strategies;
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25) To Organize the federations’ secretariat
Office with appropriate human resource and
variety of modern technologies;

26) To Perform any other activities to meet the
goals of the federation;

27) To Call up the general assembly meeting,
when it is in need.

9. Members of the National Sport Federation

The National Sport Federations will have the
following members:

1) Regional Sport Federations;
2) Registered Clubs of the national federation
that compete at national level.

10. Members of National Sport Federation Gen-
eral Assembly

8/ Organizations, individuals and retired na-
tional team players approved by the general
assembly for their prominent contribution
Iwithout vote/;

9/ Representative of Community Sports Asso-
ciation /without vote/;

10/ Representative of the Ethiopian Universities
Sports Association /without vote/;

11/ Federation’s secretariat office Head/without
vote/;

12/ Regional Sport Federation secretariat Office,
head /without vote/;

13/ Representative of the Ministry /without
vote/;

14/ Representative of Ethiopian Sport Science
Professionals Association /without vote/.

11. Election of National Sport Federations
Executive Committee members
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Election of Executive committee members shall
follow the following procedures:

1/ Assignment of Candidate

a) Any candidate for the executive committee
member shall be assigned respective
regional Sport Federations;

b) Regional sports federations that have
registered clubs elect and present

candidates  together with nationally reg-

c) Regional sports federations present 1
candidate for the presidency and 2
candidates for the executive committee
membership;

d) Candidates for the executive committee
and presidency Presented by the regional
federation shall be submitted with all the
necessary documents before two months
after the approval of the respective regional
sport council executive committee;

e) If the executive committee Candidate seeks
to withdraw from competition, he must ap-
ply to the federations’ office in written 3
weeks before the Election;

f) If a regional sport federation seeks to can-
cel a candidate presented for national fed-
erations presidency or executive committee
member, it shall notify before one month to
the federation’s secretariat office;

g) 50% of Regional federations’ candidates
should be women.

Election Procedure

a) The election will be held according to re-
spective federations electoral directives in
conformity with the of the international
laws and principles;

b) Executive Committee members’ election
shall be regulated by an independent
election committee;

c) General Assembly will elect the federation
president, first vice president, vice
president and other executive committee
members;

d) Election Committee should immediately
announce the elected executive committee
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members to the general assembly;

e) Secretariat office of the federation should
announce list of elected executive
committee members and their
responsibility to the ministry and other
responsible bodies;

f) Within one-week time Transition between

the previous and newly elected executive
committee members shall be finalized.

3/ Voting

a) Each Regional Sport Federation has two
votes;

b) Each club registered and compete by the
national federation has one vote;

c) Each federation executive committee
members have one vote at ordinary annual
general assembly meeting;

d) During Election time; members of the
executive committee whose terms have
lapsed have no vote;

e) Candidate that obtains majority vote on the
general assembly shall assume the position,
details of election procedure will have de-
signed by the committee in line with inter-
national association;

f) The vote is conducted by secret ballot.

12. Ethiopian Olympic Committee Objective

The Ethiopian Olympic Committee shall have the
following goals:

To educate, promote and reserve the philosophy of
Olympics in Conformity with the Olympic charter, the

national sport policy, rules and regulations.
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Ethiopian  Olympic

Committee Establishment

For the establishment of the Ethiopian Olympic
Committee the following requirements shall be
fulfilled:

1) When it is the only body to Promote
Olympic Philosophy in line with the Olym-
pic charter;

2) When it has article of association and
establishment  directives approved by
general  assembly in conformity with this
directives and International Olympic

committee charter;

3) When it has 5 Olympic sports federations
which are members of their respective

international federations;

4) When it has its own confirmed financial
account;

5) When it has its own secretariat office and

human resource.

14. Duties and Responsibilities of the Ethiopian

Olympic Committee

The Ethiopian Olympic Committee has the
following duties and responsibilities:

1) Implementing the national sport policy,
strategy, programs, laws, rules and
regulations;

2) Introducing, promoting and preserving the
Olympic movements and values according

to the Olympic charter and Olympic

Supporting and organizing Olympic sport
athletes to represent their country at national

and international games;

Promoting and Supporting to develop sport
for all;
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10) Supporting and encouraging successful elite

athletes’ development;

11) Assisting athlete health and medical related
issues;
12) Promoting the development of sport facility

and training centers;

13) Cooperating with other governmental and
non-governmental organizations to meet its

objectives;

14) Making Decisions for any complaints and

grievances raised under its Olympic
committee;
15) Implementing and  designing income

generation and development programs;

16) Conduct general assembly meeting at least

once in a year;

17) Prepare annual plan, work reports and
submit to the ministry and responsible

bodies;

18) Implement other duties to meet its

objectives;
19) Call General assembly meeting when in
need.

Election of Ethiopian Olympic Committee
Executive Board

Election of the executive board follows the
following Procedures:
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1/ Candidate Assignment

a) Any president of member Federation
that seeks to compete for Olympic
Committee Presidential election shall be
assigned by his respective federation;

b) Any member Federation can present
only one candidate for each presidency
and board membership;

c) National Federations shall send neces-
sary documents of the assigned candi-
dates before two months;

d) If the executive committee Candidate
seeks to withdraw from competition, he
must apply to the federations’ office in
written 3 weeks before the Election;

e) 50% of Regional federations’ candidates
should be women.

2/ Election Procedures
Article 11/ 2 of this directives shall also apply
for Olympic Committee election:

51. Registration and licensing

Any sport association, complying with the
requirements provided in this directive, shall
be registered and certified within three
months after the effective date of this
Directive;

2/ A sport association, that has not previously
been registered and recognized nationality,
shall be licensed complying with the

requirements provided in this Directive;

3/ Sport associations previously organized
nationally are given a term of up to four
years for organizational compliance until

they satisfy the basic requirements;

4/ When sport associations appear for
registration they shall insure the naming,
logo, anthem of their respective club is
free from political, ethnic and religious

affiliations.

52. License renewal

1/ The Ministry shall renew license of national

sport association every four years;

2/ Any national sport association shall present

the association's financial report and audit
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report, general assembly report, executive
committee members and other necessary

documents to ministry for renewal,

3/ If the sport association does not meet the
requirements within four-year, leaving its
naming title, it carries out its function as

regional sport association;

4/ The ministry shall not renew license of a
sport association that does not submit the
documents provided in sub-article 2 of this
Article.

53. Dissolution

1/ A sports association may be dissolved in the
following conditions:

a) When 2/3 of the members of the General
Assembly decide the dissolution of the
sport association;

b) When determined by law;

2/ If the sport association is dissolved in
accordance with sub-articles 1 of this
article, taking over the properties, the
ministry renders it for the association estab-

lished with similar objectives.

57. Income of Sport association

The income sports associations shall be as follows:

58. about Finance and Property management

National Sport associations shall perform the
following activities regarding financial and

property administration:

1/ Keeps book of accounts and assets;

2/ Open more than two current accounts and
one foreign exchange account in domestic
banks, conducting transaction by joint

signature of president and general
accountant and head of the secretariat as

needed;

3/ administer the financial subsidy given from
the government as may be and allow to be
audited by the internal auditor of the

ministry;

4/ Report their financial performance to the

ministry once in a year;
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5/ administer finance and properties acquired
by support from different sources in
accordance with the directive approved by
general assembly and pave methods to be
audited by internal or external auditor
annually and inform for the ministry as

well.

59. Prohibited Activities

The following activities are prohibited:

1/ Performing sport activity in the name of any

sport  association  without  recognition,

registration as well as certification;

2/ Perform and participate in any sports program

without renovation;

3/ Recognizing the naming, logo, anthem sport
of clubs organized on the basis of ethnicity,

political and religious affiliation;

4/ Violating anti-doping laws;

5/ conducting foreign travel contrary to the law;

6/ electing or being elected by corrective

practices;
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7/ Violating the rules of sectorial policy, Sport
Laws, directives and circulars issued by the

ministry;

8/ Conducting different activities in contraven-
tion with this Directive;

9/ issuing directives or by laws in contrary to

this directive.

60. Penalties

Any person who violates the Prohibited
Practices set forth in Article 59 shall be subject

to the following penalties:

1/ Any sport association that violates the
prohibitions set in this directive shall be

liable by relevant laws;

2/ the ministry shall take administrative
measure on sport associations that
violate prohibitions set in article 51 sub
(1-8);

3/ If the
association is contrary to this directive,
shall further

opportunity for the sport association to

rectified within two weeks, the ministry
shall suspend the implementation of the

directive;
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61. Responsibilities of the ministry

64. Repealed laws

The national sport association directive number
75/2013 is hereby repealed.

65. Transitory provision

Any presidents, vice presidents and executive
committee/board member of national sport
associations, that have been elected and
completed his term of service by directive
number 75\2013, shall not be re-elected by this

directive.

66. Effective date
This directive shall inter into force on the date
of 8 March 2022.
