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PROCLAMATION NO. 311/2003
THE ADDIS ABABA CITY GOVERNMENT

REVISED CHARTER PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS, it is believed that Addis Ababa must.
become a suitable urban space for work and residence
measurable by modem standards in view of the fact that it is
the capital of the Government of the Federal Democratic
Republic of Ethiopia and the seat of the African Union and of
a variety of International Organizations as well as it is a
reflection of a lar~e and growmg residents representative of
Nations, Nationahties and Peoples; .

WHEREAS, having based upon the provisions of the
Constitution of the Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia
which stipulates that the residents of Addis Ababa have full
power of self-government and that the details thereof shall be
set out by law; /

WHEREAS, it is necessary to create conditions which
enable the city to maximize the achievements of its develop-
ment objectives by giving due account to the best wishes and
diligence of its resiaents and by relying on its dev~lopment
potentials;

WHEREAS, in order that the competitiveness and
developmental countinuity become real and being aware that
the city can by attracting investment have substantial con-
tribution to the improvement of the lives of its residents and to
open up a way for the economic development of the country,
it is found necessary to enable the city cope with time through
self-renewal so that its operations and processes become
efficient, effective and eqUitable as well as change generative
and receptive; /

WHEREAS, it is found necessary to replace the Addis
Ababa City Government Charter Proclamation No. 87/1997
by taking mto account experiences gained in its application
and by looking into the organization and management of the
city from the perspective of democratic principles and good
governance as well as contemporary trends of growth and
development;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with the
provisions of Articles 49(2) and 55(1) of the Constitution of
the Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia, it is herehy
proclaimed as follows: - '1Ii'

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PART ONE
General Provisions

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2. Definitions

Unless the context indicates otherwise, in this Charter,
1) "City" means the Addis Ababa City;
2) "City Government" means the Addis Ababa City

Government;
3) "Mayor" means the chief executive officer of the

City Government;
4) "Municipal Service" means water and sewerage

service, road construction service, fire and emer-
gency service, day to day services for residents
including civil status record operations, land de-
velopment and management, City sanitation and
beautification and other services to be designated as
such by the City government;

5) 'Sub-City" means a second administrative stratum
of the City;

6) "Qebele" means a third administrative stratum of
the City but a unit of a sub-city;

7) "Conditions of work" means the entire relations
between the City Government and its officials and
employees and shall include hours of work, salary,
leaves, payments due to dismissal, if any, health and
safety, compensation to victims of employment
injury, grievance procedure and othe similar matters.

3. Legal Personality

The City Government shall have legal personality.

4. Name

The name of the City is Addis Ababa.

5. Boundary

Without prejudice to the existing boundary of the city,
the boundary of the City shall be delimited by an
agreement to be made between the City Government and
the Oromia Regional Government or according to the
decision of the Federal Government.

Working Language

The working language of the City Government is
Amharic.

7. Rights of Residents

1) Without prejudice to the Constitution of the Federal
Democratic Republic of Ethiopia and other laws of
the country, the residents of the City have the right to
seek and receive information, forward their
opinions, invoke questions, and receive replies
concerning decisions relating to the city.

2) Residents have the right to get services to be
rendered by the City Government in accordance with
the principles of equality, transparency and equity.

3) Policies, budgets, plans and directives of the City
Government must be,publicized to residents.
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PART TWO
Objectives, Organization, Powers and Functions of the

City Government

9. Objectives

The City Government shall have the objectives to:
1) maintain good governance in which effectiveness,

transparency and accountability to the residents
dwell as well as to make the City in which expedient
and equitable municipal services and reliable
security and social harmony are ensured;

2) enlarge the role of the City as a capital city of the
Federal Government and as a seat of the African
Union and different international and regional or-
ganizations;

3) create favourable conditions of living and work as
well as to facilitate conditions in which residents
determine the overall operations of the City and
become beneficiaries of its development;

4) make the city a centre where Ethiopian nations,
nationalities and peoples reside in equality and
express their cultures;

5) make the city where the well-being and comfort of
its residents are safely kept and particularly, where
children, women, persons with disabilities, elderly
people and other disadvantaged segments of society
avail of special support;

6) bring about speedy economic development through
the encouragement and enhancement of investment
and research;

7) make the City a centre of commerce and industry of
the country; and

8) make the City a naturally balanced, clean, green and
favourable environment through the prevention of
environmental pollution.

10. Structure of the City Government Organs of Power
1) The City Government organs of power are the

following:
(a) City Council;
(b) Mayor;
(c) City Cabinet;
(d» City Judicial Organs; and
(e) Office of the City Chief Auditor.

2) Sub-City organs of power are the following:
(a) Sub-City Council;
(b) Sub-City Chief Executive; and
(c) Sub-City Standing Committee.

3) Qebele organs of power are the following:
(a) Qebele Council;
(b) Qebele Chief ~xecutive;
(c) Qebele Standing Committee; and
(d) Qebele Social Courts.

11. Powers and Functions of the City Government
1) The City Government shall have power to make laws

and exercise judicial powers specifically conferred
on it by this charter as well as executive powers and
functions over matters that have not specifically
been included in the details of the powers and
functions of the Executive Organs of the Federal
Government.
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2) Without prejudice to the general provisions set forth
under Sub-Article (1), of this Article, the City
Government shall have the powers and functions to:
(a) issue and implemehtpolicies concerning the

development of the city;
(b) approve and implement economic and social

development plans;
(c) determine the administration and working

conditions of employees and officials of the
City Government as well as of the staff of other
organs of power set forth by this charter;

(d) establish the executive bodies of the City
Government; and cpnstitute public enterprises
as legal entities on its own or in partnership
with enterprises of the private sector or other
third parties;

,

(e) qrganize Sub-Cities and Qebeles, demarcate
their borders and allocate budgetary subsidy to

, sub-cities;

(t) identify, determine and organize municipal
services to be delivered at the level of the City,
a Sub-City and a Qebele; provide. efficient,
effective and equitable services through the use
of a variety of service delivery alternatives and
the participation of the people as well as ensure
that a standardized, acceptable system of
service delivery is in place;

(g) admiOlSte(, according to law, the land and the
natural res~ces located within the bounds of
the city;

(h) administer, lease, develop, sale and collect
incomes from houses nationalized as per
Government Ownership of Urban Lands and
Extra Houses Proclamation No. 47/1975 and
administered by the City Government, and as
well as other houses which the City Govern-
ment built or obtained in accordance with other

, laws;
(i) expropriate, in accordance with law, a private

property, and/or clear and take over land
possession designated as an object of public
interest after having paid commensurate com-
pensation;

(j) prepare, approve and administer the budget of
the city; determine m1d collect, according to
law, taxes, duties and service charges out of the
sources of income specifically given to the City
Government; revoke taxes and penalties effec-
tive as per the law;' participate in income-
generating activities, and receive donations and
gifts;

.

'(k) borrow money froin domestic sources by the
authorization of the Federal Government; and
identify external sources of loan and ask the
Federal Government so that the latter secures
the l()an agreement for the benefit of the City;
and

(1) establish relations and conclude co-operation
agreements with the organs and institutions of
the Federal Government and the Regions of the
country, the private sector, pongovernmental
organizations, as well as, upon the
authorization of the Federal Government, with
various international"organizations.

PART THREE
The City Council

12. Members of the City Council
1) Members of the Council shall be elected by the

residents of the City for a term of five years.
2) The number of members of the Council shall be

determined according to the electoral law .
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3) No member of the Council may be prosecuted on
account of any vote he casts or opinion he expresses
in the Council, nor shall any administrative action
be taken against him.

4) No member of the Council may be arrested or
prosecuted without the authorization of the Council
unless he is caught red handed for grave offences.

5) Members of the Council are free and their accoun-
tability shall be only to:
(a) the Constitution of the Federal Democratic

Republic of Ethiopia;
(b) this Charter;
(c) their conscience, and
(d) the residents of the City,

6) Any member of the Council may, in accordance
with the law, be discharged from his membership of
the Council where the electorate has lost confidence
in him.

7) No member of the Council shall be elected in other
electoral polls to be conducted by the National
Electoral Board pending the term of office of this
council, unless he has resigned or he has been
discharged from membership thereof.

8) Where there exists a conflict of interest of the
council and any member thereof, the member of the
Council shall notify to the council and restrain
himself from taking part in dealing with or deciding
on the matter. The details thereof shall be set out by
Regulations to be issued by the City Council.

13. Powers and Functions of the City Council

1) So as to realize the powers and functions entrusted

to the City Government, the City Council shall have
power to promulgate Proclamations on the
following matters:
(a) to establish the executive organs and public

enterprises of the City.
(b) to a~prove the budget of the City Government;
(c) to issue the Master Plan of the City;
(d) to establish the judicial bodies of the City and

to determine, as the case may be, their powers
and functions, in accordance with the
provisions of this Charter;

(e) to levy taxes and duties as well as set service

charges upon financial matters falling under
the power of the City Government in accor-
dance with this Charter; and

(t) to replace existing laws issued by the City

Government.
2) Without prejudice to the provisions of sub. Article

(1) pf this Article, the City Council shall have the
I

powers and functions to:
(a) adopt policies on matters falling within the

purview of its power;
(b) issue Regulations pursuant to powers vested

in it by Proclamations enacted by the House of
Peoples' R~presentatives;

(c) approve the short-term and long-term

economic and social development plans and
annual budgets of the City;

(d) levy taxes and duties on revenue sources and

set service charges specified in this Charter;
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(e) elect from among its members, the Spokes person,
Deputy Spokesper$On,and Secretary, ofthe Council
and establish the Secretariat of the CQuncil;

(f) elect, from among its members, the CIty Mayor and
Deputy Mayor;

(g) approve the appointment of members of the City
Cabinet upon the recommendation of the Mayor;

(11) approve, by the nomination of the Mayor, the
" appointment of the president, vice president and the

judges ofthe City Courts and the City chief auditor
as well as to establish. the Judicial Administration
Commission and to de()ignate its members;

(i) approve, by the nomination of the Mayor, the
appointment of presidents of bodies having judicial
powers and accountable to it and other officials
whose appointment to be so approved by the City
<:ouncil as per the \aw;

(j) establish the executive organs and public enter-
prises of the City;

..
'

(k) establish the committees of the Council and to
,

designate their members from among its members;
(1) d~si.gnate an external auditQr from among three

candidates to be proposed by the Mayor at any time
and where it is so required, and to examine and
render decisions upon the report to be submitted by
the external auditor;

(m) approve the quality standard and charges of
municipal services;

(n) determine the number of the members of Sub-City
and Qebele Councils;

(0) allocate budgetary subsidy to Sub-Cities according
to the formula it adopts;

(p) examine and decide upon the report to be submitted
to it by the Mayor and/or by organs that are
accountable to the Council;

(q) approve loan agreements with domestic/sources as
per the authorization of the Federal Government;

(r) issue the Code of Conduct for the members of the
Council; , .

(s) conduct investigation" (iccording to the Regulations
it issues, where it is alleged thatthe Mayor, Deputy
Mayor, the Council's Spokesperson and Deputy
Spokesperson, the' City's Cabinet members, the
chief auditor or other members of the Council have
violated the Code of Conduct; hear witnesses, see to
it that other evidences are' produced, and render
decisions.

14. Term of Office of the City Council and Its Meeting
Procedures
1) The term of office of the Council shall be five years.

The Council shall have regular and extraordinary
meetings and, the regular meeting shall be held
every two months.

2) The Spokesperson of the Council may call an
extraordinary meeting; He shall also call an extraor-
dinary meeting where more than half of the mem-
bers of the Co,Uncilso demand.

3) There shall be a quorum where more than half of
members of the Council are present'in a meeting
thereof.

4) A decision, in any meeting of the Council. may be
passed where more than half of the members in

. attendance second it.
5) The meetings of the Council shall be open to the

public unless it is otherwise necessary for the
protection of the city's security and safety as well as
for the interest of individuals andjuridical persons.

6) The Council shall issue internal Regulations that
determine its operations.
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15. Records Keeping of the City Council

The council shall have a register for its proceedings
,and decisions. The Register shall be public unless

t~e council decides that its publicity endangers the
security or safety of the city or that it violates the
rights of individuals and others.

16. Accountability and Dissolution of the Council

1) The City Council shall be accountable to'the Federal
Government and to the residents of the City.

2) The dissolution of the City CO\.H1cilmay be effected
by the House of Peoples' Representatives or by its
own decision. Without prejudice to Article 61(3) of
this ,Charter:,

'(a) the City Council may dissolve it self, before the
lapse of its term of office, in order to conduct a
new election.

(b) where a coalition of political parties seizing
executive power breaks up and fails to occupy
the majority seats' of the Council, the City
Cabinet shall be dissolved, and the political
parties irnhe Council shall be invited by the
Ministry of the Federal Affairs to form a
coalition Cabinet within a week. If the political
parties fail to form a new Cabinet or to continue
the 'coalition, however. the City Council shall
be dissolved.

(c) new election shall be held within six months if
the city council is dissolved pursuant to Sub-
Article (2) (a) or (b) of this Article,

(d) the new City Council shall commence work
within thirty days after the CQnclusion of the
election.

(e) the executive organ in power, following the
dissolution of the City Council, may not, make,
amend or repeal laws except carrying out day-
to-day executive functions and conducting elec-
tions.

17. Spokesperson of the City Council

The spokesperson, being accountable to the Council,
shall:
1) have a term of office of the council provided,

.
however, that he may be 'removed from office by
resigqation, suspension or termirlation of his mem-
bership; and the details thereof shall be set out by the
internal regulations of the Council;

2) direct the Secretariat of the Council;
3) represent the Council in all its dealings with third

parties;
4) call and presid~ over the meetings of the Council and

coordinate the committees thereof;
5) prepare the budget of the Secretariat of the Council

and implement same upon approval;
6) employ and administer the staff of the Secretariat of

theCounc.il in accordance with civil service law;
7) e,nsure that laws adopted by 'the Council are

published in the Addis Negari Gazette;
8) executec,discip1inary measures decided by the Coun-

cil on its members;
-9) give periodical briefin~s to the residents and notify

concerned organs about decisions passed by the City
CounciL He shall. also el1sure that the documents of
the Council are.available andaccessiqle to residents;
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10) prepare plan for capaci~ building of the members of
the Council and implement it jointly with concerned
executive bodies.

11) create cordial relations and exchange experiences
with internal and external counterpart Councils.

12) perform other functions assigned to him by the
Council.

18. Deputy Spokesperson of the City Council:
1) The Deputy spokesperson, being shall accountable

to the spokesperson of the Council,
(a) act on behalf of the spokesperson in the

absence or incapacity of the latter.
(b) perform other functions assigned to him by the

spokesperson.
2) The provisions set forth under Article 17(1) shall be

applicable to the Deputy spokesperson.

19. Secretary of the City Council
The Secretary of the Council. being accountable to the
spokesperson of the Council, shall:
1) prepare the agenda of the Council in consultation

with the spokesperson, and record, publish and keep
the minutes of the Council.

2) ensure that the minutes and documents of the
committees of the Council are recorded and kept. He
shall also distribute minutes in accordance with the
internal Regulations of the Council.

3) have a term of office of the Council, provided,
however, that he may be removed from office by
resignation, suspension or termination of his mem-
bership of the Council. The details thereof shall be
set out by the internal Regulations of the Council.

4) perform other functions assigned to him by the
spokesperson.

PART FOUR
Executive Bodies of the City

20. Constitution of the Executive Organ of the City
The political party occupying the majority seats of the
Council or, where such does not exist, the coalition of
politicalpartiesshallconstitute the executive organ of the
City.

21. Mayor ,

1) The Mayor, being accountable to the City Council
and the Federal Government, shall be the chief
executive officer of the City.

2) Without prejudice to the generality of the provisions
of Sub-Article (1) of this Article, the Mayor shall:
(a) execute decisions, laws, annual plans and bud.

gets adopted by the City Council:
(b) propose to the City Council various policies,

economic and social development plans, and
annual budget of the City after consultation
thereon by the Cabinet and ensure implemen-
tation thereof upon approval;

(c) represent the City as an ambassador thereof;
(d) ensure the observance of law and order in the

City;
(e) nominate, from among members and non-mem-

bers of the City Council and seek the Council's
approval of the appointment of Cabinet mem-
bers and shall direct the cabinet;

(f) propose three external auditors to the City
Council where the latter resolves, as may be
necessary, to appoint an external auditor;

(g) hire the City Manager by a contract of em-
ployment for a definite period of time on the
basis of his professional competence and in
consultation with the Cabinet;

(h) handle grievances of residents;
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(i) represent the City in ceremonies of national and
public holidays;

U) ensure, in consultation with concerned bodies,
the preparation of public forums where plans,
budget and work performances are presented for
and commented by the public;

(k) submit annual report to the Council. He shall
also submit to the Council periodical report as
necessary as may be determined by the latter.
Likewise, he shall submit report to the Ministry
of Federal Affairs according to the provisions
of Article 61(6) of this Charter;

(1) ensure that a standardized municipal service
delivery is implemented;

(m) prepare and propose to the Federal Govern-
ment the amount of support needed from the
latter after consulation thereon by the City
Cabinet;

(n) prepare and propose drafts of proclamations
and Regulations to the Council after consul-
tation thereon by the Cabinet;

(0) appoint the heads of the executive bodies of the
City other than those whose appointments must
be approved by the Council. He shall also
designate the chairpersons and members of the
boards of public enterprises and other bodies of
the City;

(p) organize his Office;
(q) award prizes in accordance with law;
(r) perform other functions assigned to him by the

City Council and by the Federal Government.
3) The term of office of the Mayor shall be that of the

Council, provided, however, that he may be removed
from office by resignation, suspension or ter-
mination of his membership of the Council. The
details thereof shall be set out by the internal
Regulations of the Council.

22. Deputy Mayor
1) The Deputy Mayor, being accountable to the Mayor,

shall:
(a) act on behalf of the Mayor in the absence or

incapacity of the latter;
(b) perform other functions as may be assinged to

him by the Mayor.
2) The provisions of Article 21(3) shall be applicable to

the Deputy Mayor.

23. The City Cabinet
1) The City Cabinet, being accountable to the Mayor

and for its joint decision to the City Council, shall:
(a) ensure that Proclamations, Regulations,

resolutions and standards adopted by the City
Council and by the Federal Government are
implemented;

(b) ensure that policies adopted by the Council are
implemented;

(c) initiate city\vide policies and drafts of
Proclamations and Regulations;

(d) deliberate over the annual plans and budgets
of the City;

(e) decide on the organizational structure of the
executive bodies of the City Government;

(f) issue Regulations according to the authority
given to it by Proclamations to be issued by the
Council.

(g) perform other functions assigned to it by the
Mayor and by the Council.

2) The term of office of the Cabinet shall be that of the
Council.
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24. City Manager
1) The City Manager, being accountable to the Mayor,

shall be the executive of municipal services.
2) Withoutprejudice to the generality of the

provisions of Sub-Arti~le (1) of this Article, the
City Manager shall:
(a) propose to the Mayor to establish municipal

service bodies accountable to the City
Manager .or to implement other service de-
livery alternatives;

(b) propose the appointment of the heads of
municipal bodies. Upon the approval of their
appointments, he shall supervise their
operations and discharge them in accordance
with law;

(c) hire and administer competent professionals
as Sub-City managers by contract of em-
ployment for a definite period of time and
discharge them as the case may be; he shall
also receive, examine and decide upon annual
reports and, where necessary, periodical
reports from Sub-City managers;

(d) prepare and submit to the Mayor action plans
and budget proposals concerning citywide and
inter Sub-City. municipal services and im-
plement same upon approval;

(e) develop and propose to the Mayor service
delivery indicators and guidelines and im-
plement same upon the endorsement thereof;

(t) ensure the delivery of efficient, effective and
equitable municipal services;

(g) implement decisions concerning municipal
services;

(h) prepare and propose to the Mayor policy
initiatives and legal drafts concerning
municipal services;

(i) recommend'to the Mayor the employment of
the deputy City manager and hire him upon
approval thereof;

U) submit, to the Mayor work performance
reports. .

(k) receive and handle as well as give immediate
replies to the pleas of residents concerning
municipal services;

(I) constitute and direct a management committee
consisting ofthe heads of municipal services in
his charge;

(m) perform other functions assigned to him by
the Mayor.

3) The City Manager may participate, without a vote,
in meetings of the City Council.

25. Deputy City Manager
The Deputy City Manager, being accountable to the
City Manager, shall:
1) act on behalf of the City Manager in the absence or

incapacity of the latter.
2) perform other functions assigned to him by the City

Manager.

PARTFIVE

Other Executive Bodies

26. Office of the City Government Chief Auditor
1) The City Government shall have the Office of the

Chief Auditor which inspects and reports to the
City council the efficiency, performance effec-
tiveness, resoruce utilization and administration
thereof.

2) The office of the Chief Auditor shall perform it~
functions independntly.

3) The Chief Auditor shall not be removed from his
office before retirement, except for resignation or
for reasons set forth below:

(a) disciplinary breach, grave incompetence or
. poor performance;
(b) proven inability to fulfil his responsibilities

because of illness; or
(c) where the City Council decides to that effect.

4) The Chief Auditor shall prepare and submit to the
City Council the budget of his office and administer
same upon approval.

27. Addis Ababa City Police Commission
1) The City Police Commission, being accountable

primarily to the Federal Police Commission and by
delegation, to the City Government, shall:
(a) be estblished by Regulations the Council of

Ministers issues in accordance with the
Federal Police Commission Proclamation;

(b) prepare and submit its plan and budget
proposal to the Mayor and implement same
upon approval. It shall also submit periodical
performance reports to the Mayor, which
shall be examined and decided by the City
Cabinet and by the City Council.

2) The City Police Commissioner and Deputy Com-
missioner shall be appointed by the Minister of the
Federal Affairs.

3) The responsibility to follow up the daily operations
of the City Police Commission shall be of the
Mayor.

28. Public Prosecution Office of the City Government
1) The City Public Prosecution Office shall Prosecute

such penal offences that fall under the jurisdiction
of the City Courts and carry out other relevant
functions in accordance with the appropriate law.

2) The organization of the Office shall be determined
by law to be issued by the City Council.

29. Ethics and Anti-Corruption Commission of the City
Government

The City Government shall have Ethics and Anti-
Corruption Commission which is to be established and
to function in accordance with law the City Council
makes.

PART SIX
Sub-City and Qebeles

30. Sub-Cities
1) A Sub-City shall function as a municipality within

the bounds of the physical space located for it in
accordance with the principle of decentralization
and in coordination with the organs of power of the
City Government.

2) A Sub-City shall administer the Qebeles under its
jurisdiction.

3) Sub-Cities shall have the responsibility of ensuring
the observance of law and order in their locality.

4) The term of office of a Sub-City Council shall be
five years.

31. Boundaries of Sub-Cities and Qebeles
1) Without prejudice to the provisions of Article 5 of

this Charter, the boundaries of Sub Cities and
Qebeles shall be delimited by the City Council.

2) The City Council may either establish new Sub
City or Qebele or reorganize the existing Sub Cities
or Qebele taking into account the opinions of the
respective residents, suitablility of service delivery,
urba!1development plan and the size of population.
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32. Sub-City Council
1) A Sub-City. Council, being accountable to the

residents of the respective Sub-City and to the City
Council, shall:
(a) approve the economic, social development

and municipal plans of the respective Sub-
City;

.

(b) elect, from among its members, the Spokes-
person, Deputy Spokesperson and Secretary
of the respective Council;

(c) elect the chief executive and the deputy chief
executive of the Sub-City from among its
members upon the nomination of the political
party occupying majority seats in the Council;

(d) approve the appointments of the members of
the standing committee of the respective Sub-
City upon the nomination of the chief ex-
ecutive;

(e) allocate the budget set aside to it by the City
Council;

(t) constitute its committees;
(g) receive, examine and decide upon the annual

and periodical reports from the Sub-City chief
executive;

(h) issue internal Regulations which govern its
operations.

2) The City Council shall dissolve a Sub-City Council
where it belives that the decision of the Sub-City
Council is unlawfull or that it jeopardizes the
interests of the residents of the Sub-City in question.
It shall also specify the deadline of re-institution and
the conditions under which daily operations resume.
This shall similarly be applicable to the decision of a
Sub-City Council where it dissoives a Qebele
Council.

33. Spokesperson, Deputy Spokesperson and Secretary of a
Sub-City Council
The provisions of Articles 17, 18 and 19 of this Charter
shall be applicable to the powers and functions of the
Spokesperson, the Deputy Spokesperson and the
Secretary of a Sub City, respectively.

34. Chief Executive of a Sub-City
1) The chief executive of a Sub-City, being accoun-

table to the respective Sub-City Council and to the
Mayor, shall govern the respective Sub-City.

2) Without prejudice to the generality of the
provisions of Sub-Article (1) of this Article, a Sub-
City chief executive shall:
(a) nominate, from among members and non-

members of the respective Sub-City Council
and seek the approval of the appointment, by
the Sub-City Council, of the members of the
standing committee thereof; .

(b) call and preside over the meetings of the
respective standing committee;

(c).~ submit to the respective Sub-City Council the
proposal of the Sub-City's annual plan and
budgetarY allocation after consultation
thereon by the Sub-City standing committee;

(d) ensure the observance of law and order in the
respective Sub-City and inform the Mayor in
the event of a security problem beyond the
Sub-City's capacity;

(e) receive, examine and decide over the reports
from the respective Sub-City manager;

(t) see to it that municipal service delivery is
evaluated by the respective Sub-City standing
committee and report to the Sub-City Council
and to the Mayor the outcomes thereof;

(g) represent the Sub-City on the occasion of
national ceremonies and public holidays.

(h) submit annual and periodical reports to the
respective Sub-City Council and to the
Mayor;

(i) perform other functions assigned to him by his
respective Sub-City Council and by the Mayor.
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3) The term of6ffice ofthe chief executive shall be that
of the Sub-City council. He may, ho~ver. be
discharged from his office at any time before the. expiry iofhis term on accoont of his resi\!.nation,
termination of his membership or suspensio~ by the
Council.

36. Standing Committee of a Sub.:City
1) The Standing Committee of a Sub-city, being

accountable to the Sub-City chief executive and. as
for its joint decision, to the Sub-City Council, shall:

(a) deliberate over the plan and the proposal of
the allocation of the budget of the respecti vc
Sub-City.

(b) ensunnhe implementation of the policies.
proclamations, Regulations and the de-
cisions of the City's superior organs in the
respective Sub-City.

(c) perform other functions assigned to him by
the Sub - City Council and by the chief
executive of the Sub-City.

2) The term of office of the Standing Committee shall
be that of the respective Sub-City Council. .

I) The respective Sub-City Manager, being accolln-.

table to the City Manager and to the S~b-City Chief
Execu!ive,shall be'the executive of a Sub-City's

. municipal services.
2) Without prejudice to the generality of the provisions

of Sub-Article (1) of this Article, a Sub-City
Manager shall; . .

(a) in consultation with the City Manager propose to the
chief executive of the re~pective Sub-City the
consti~ution of municipal service organs and service
delivery. alFernatives; and he shall implement same
upon approval;

City Courts and Other Bodies with

Judicial Powers

39. Courts
The City Government shall have the following Courts:
1) The Addis Ababa City Courts; and
2) Qebele Social Courts.

40. Other Bodies with Judicial Powers
The City Government shall have the following bodies
entrusted with judicial powers:
1) Labour Relations Board;
2) Civil S~rvice Tribunal;
3) Tax Appeals Commission, and
4) l!rban Land Clearance Matters Appeals Commis-

sion.
41. Jurisdiction of the Addis Ababa City Courts

The Addis Ababa City Courts shall have jurisdiction over
the following matters:
1) Civil Jurisdiction:

(a) suits of possessory right, issuance of permit or
land use relating to the enforcement of the City
Master Plan;

(b) suits arising in connection with the regulatory
powers and functions of the executive and
municipal service bodies of the City Govern-
ment;

(c) suits arising from fiscal matters set out under
Article 52 of this Charter;

(d) suits arising from the administrative contracts
concluded by the executive and municipal
service bodies of the City Government or by the
enterprises under the ownership of the City
Government; .

(e) suits arising between the executive and
municipal service bodies or between the enter-
prises of the City Government;

(t) suits arising in connection with the government
owned houses administered by the City Govern-
ment;

(g) applications to change names;
(h) applications of succession and guardianship

and/or tutorship or spousal certificates; and
(i) applications for the declaration of absence or

presumption of death.
2) Criminal and Petty Offence Jurisdiction

(a) offences committed in connection with fiscal
matters set out under Article 52 of this Charter;

(b) cases of petty offences;
(c) without prejudice to the jurisdiction of Federal

Courts, remand in custody and bail applications
on Federal offences;

(d) cases of execution of penalties imposed upon
petty offences by the executive and municipal
service bodies of the City Government,
provided that the other provisions of this Article
remain effective.
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42. Conflict of Jurisdiction and Power of Cassation

1) The Federal Supreme Court shall decide on conflict
of jurisdiction that arises between the Addis Ababa
city courts and Federal courts.

2) A party alleging a fundamental error of law in the
final judgment rendered in cassation by the Addis
Ababa City Appeallate Court may apply for cas-
sation before the Federal Supreme Court.

3) A party alleging a fundamentalerror of law in a final
judgment of the Addis Ababa City appeallateCourts
may apply for Cassation of the Federal Supreme
Court.

43. Organizationand Procedures of the Addis Ababa City
Courts
1) The City Courts shall have First Instance Courts and

AppeallateCourts
2) A First Instance Court shall have first instance

jurisdiction over matters falling under the jurisdic-
tion of the City Courts.

3) The AppeallateCourt shall entertainappeals over the
decisions of the first instance court and other bodies
entrusted withjudi~ial power.

4) The City Courts shall execute their functions in
accordancewith appropriate laws.

5) Without prejudice to the provisions of Article 42,
decisions rendered by the appeallate Court shall be
final.

6) The organization of the City Courts shall be deter-
mined by law to be issued by the City Council.

44. Judicia}Administration Commission of the Addis Ababa
City Courts
1) The Judicial AdministratioJ;1Commission, which

directs thejudicial administrationof the City Courts,
shall be constituted; and the details thereof shall be
set out by the law the City Council makes.

2) The Commission shall have a representative of the
Federal Courts.

45. Appointment and Term of Office of Judges
1) The City Judicial Administration Commission has

the responsibility to primarily shortlist judges for
CiPpointmentand solicit the views of the Federal
Judicial Administration Commission respecting the
candidatesand then to forward such viewsto the City
Council through the Mayor, together with its recom-
mendations. If the Federal Judicial Administration
Commission does not submit its views within three
months, the shortlist .of the candidates shall be
forwarded to the City Council for appointment.

2) Nojudge shall be removed from his office except for
resignationor for the following conditions:
(a) 'Yherethe Judicial .t.dministrationCommission

decides to remove him for violation of dis-
ciplinary rules or on grounds of professional
incompetenceor poor performance:or

(b), where a judge can no longer carry out his
responsibiliteson account of illness;and

(c) where the City Council approves by a majority
vote the decision of the Judicial Administration
Commission.

46. Labour Relations Board
The provisions of the labour proclal11ationNo. 42/1993
(as amended) shall apply with respecUo thejurisdiction,
organization and procedures of the Labour Relations
Board of the City Government.
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47. Civil Service Tribunal
1) The Civil Service Tribunal of the City Government

shal the power to entertain appeals df the Civil
Servants of the City Government lodged before it in
accordance with the Civil Service law of the City
Government.

.2) The Organization and procedures of the Civil
Service Tribunal shall be defined by the Law to be
issued by the e,:ityCouncil.

48. Tax Apeals Commissj()n
1) The Tax Appeals Commission of the City shall have

the power to entertain appeals lodged before it
concerning taxes and duties collectable by the City
Government.

2) Without prejudice to the provisions of tax laws the
organization and mode of operation of the Commis-
sion shall be defined by law issued by the City
Council.

49. Urban Land Clearance Matters Appeal Commission
1) The Addis Ababa City Urban Land Clearance

Matters Appeal Commission shall operate in accor-
dance ~ith.the ,Urban Lands Lease Holding
Proclamation l'{o. 272/2002.

.

2) The Organization and operations of the Commission
shall be defined by the law to be issued by the City
Council.

50. Qebele Social Courts
1) Qebele Social Courts shall have jurisdiction over

cases regarding property and monetary claims where
the amount involved does not exceed Birr 5000 (five
thousand Birr).

2) The jurisdiction of Qebele Social Courts over the
city hygiene and public health contraventions and
other similar petty offences shall be determined by
the law to be issued by the City Council.

3) Without prejudice to. the provisions of Sub-Article
(4) of this Article, a party having dissatisfaction in a
decision of a Kebele social court may appeal to the
respective First Instance Court of the City. The
decision rendered by the latter shall be final.

4) where a matter decided.by a First Instance Court on
appeal contains a fundamental erroroflaw, such may
be a ground to lodge cassation before the Appeallate
Court of the City. '

5) The organization and operations of Qebele Social
Courts shall be defined by law to be issued by the
City Council.

PART EIGHT
Budget and Finance

51. Fiscal Year

The fiscal year of the City Government shall be that of the
Federal Government.

52. Fiscal Powers

The City Government shall" in accordance with the
appropriate law, have the follo\;Vingfiscal powers:
1) assess and collect income taxes from incomes earned

in employment within the bounds of the City but
with the exception of the employees of the Oromia
Region and the Federal Government organs in-
cluding Federal public enterprises;

2) set and collect land use fees;
3) levy taxes on incomes from agricultural activities in

the City;
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, 4) assess andcollectfrom indiviqual tradesmenlocated
in the City profit taxes, excise taxes and turn over
taxes;

5) receive value added taxes which shall be collected
by the Federal Government from individual trades-

men residing in the City and public enterprises
owned by the City;

6) set and collect rents and/or lease prices of land in the

City. It shall also levy housing taxes in the City;
7) assess and collect income taxes from houses and

. t,

other prO,perties let in the City;
. .~

8) assess and collect stamp duties from contracts and

agreements as well as from ownership title regis-
tration undertaken in the City;

9) assess and collect from public enterprises under the

ownership of the City Government profit taxes,

.excise taxes and turn over taxes;
10) set road users charge and collect same from vehicles

that use the roads of the City;
11) set and collect rents from houses and other proper-

.ties under the ownership of the City Government;
12) assess and collect, income taxes, royalties and land

rents and/or lease prises from mining operations
undertaken in the City;

13) set and collect, royalty for the use of forest resources

in the City;
14) set payments relating to the licenses and services

delivered by the City Government;
15) levy municipal taxes and duties as well as set and

collect service charges;.
16) assess and collect income taxes from the gains of

rentals of intellectual property rights in the City;
17) assess and collect, capital gains tax from a property

situated in the City.

53. Revenues Generation

The City Government shall:
1) generate revenues by means of the operations of

institutionsrun by it, by undertaking incomeearning
activities through special permit, joint investment,
fund investment, rentals and fund-raising from
donors, so long as such is not otherwise prohibited
by law.

2) Participate through contractual commitments in a
variety of remunerative activities.

54. Borrowing

1) The City Government may, as per the authorization

of the Federal Government, borrow directly from
domestic and external sources by short-term and
long-term repayment arrangement or by selling
bonds.

.

.
2) Such a borrowing should take into account the fact

that it does not endanger the. macro-economic
stability of the country and the financial potential of

the City GQvernment to permanently and
periodically discharge its functions and obligations.
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3) The City Government shall ask the Federal Govern-
ment to undertake borrowing for the sake of the City
after having identified international credit sources.

4) Sub-Cities and Qebeles shall' not undertake
borrowing.

5) The City Government may constitute, according to
law, a Savings and Development Bank by forging
partnership with governmental and nongovernmen-
tal organizations as well as with sub-Cities and
Qebeles. The operations of the Bank shall be as good
as the operations of other conventional banks.

55. Financial Support from the Federal Government

1) The City Government may be granted by the Federal
Government emergency, rehabilitation and de-

. velopment aids where necessary, with a view to
enabling it to properly discharge its responsibilities.
It may also be assisted by the Federal Government
with respect to expenditures for programmes having
country wide developmental impact.

.
2) 'The Federal Government shall have power to audit

and make sure whether the loans and financial
supports granted by it have been properly utilized by
the City Government.

56. Foundations .
;

The City Government may establish foundations and
trusts as well as authorize others to establish such
according to law.

57. Decentralized Financial System

1) It shall be ensured that the revenue sharing system of
Sub-Cities be based on a formula which encourages
competitiveness and effectiveness as well as which
takes into account equity.

2) Sub-Cities shall be granted by the city council
specific grant set aside for a specific purpose and.
block budget. A certain portion of such budget shall
be allocated for the Sub-City executive offices and,
Qebeles structured thereunder. Such a sharing shall

. take into account service delivery a~d the Qe~les
lagging behind in their development.

3) The City Council may grant subsidy to Sub-Cities.
and Qebeles to cover expenditures of projects that it

. desires to exceptionally encourage. .

4) Initial capital shall re set aside for the public
enterprises of the City.

5) . Those revenues to be collected and utilized directly
.
by Sub-Citiesshall be specified by the City Council.

58. Financial Administration

1) The financial administration of the City shall be
conducted according to accepted accounting norms,
the country's finance law and the law to be issued by

, the City Council. .
2) The City Government shall have an internal control

system which ensures the proper handling of the
resourcesof the City and its utilization according to
law.

3) The Mayor shall submit to the City Council annual

and periodical reports. Sub-City chief executives
shall similarly submit reports to Sub-City Councils.

4) The City Government and Sub-Cities shall maintain
complete original financial documents as well as
accurate and complete books of accounts.

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5) All collected funds shall only be dep98ited i~ bank
accounts opened as per the authorization of finance
laws.

6) The City Government and Sub-Cites shall have
bank accounts to be opened in their names.

7) The City Government shall have power to lawfully
revoke taxes, interests and fines as well as to write
off debts.

59. BudgetPreparation and Administration
1) The city budget ary administration shall follow the

budget ary principles of the Federal Government.
2) The City budget shall be prepared transparently and

in a manner that ensures the participation of
residents. 'Budgetary offices and other concerned
organs shall give their opinions on a budgetary
proposal before it is approved. Mass media shall be
employed to maximize the participation of
residents. The meetings of the Council deliberating
over budget proposals shall be open to residents who
shall be notified of deliberations to be made over
new work programmes, capital expenditures and
incomes.

3) The City Council shall allocate contingency budget.
The Mayor shall allocate the contingency budget for
the required work by notifying the City Cabinet
thereabout and shall put it to use. He shall also notify
to the City Council to that effect.

60. Public Enterprises of the City
1) The public enterprises of the City shall be directed

by Board.
2) The public enterprises of the City are institutions

which shall be governed as per the appropriate law.
3) The Mayor shall designate board chairpersons and

members from among candidates nominated by the
City Manager and the accountability of the boards
shall be to the City Manager.

4) Public enterprises shall report to the City Manager.

PART NINE
IntergovernmentalRelationships

61. The City Government and the FederalGoveJ nent
1) The relationship that the City Governl nt main-

tains with the Federal Government must. take cog-
nisance of the responsibilitiesof the latter.

2) The City Government is a component of the Federal
Government. It shall be accountable to the Federal
Government concerning security, diplomatic
relations, policies, laws and standards.

3) The Federal Government has the power to dissolve
the City Governmentand to constitute a transitional
government as per the decision of the House of
Peoples' Representatives where an act endangering
the Constitution has been committed by the City
Government or where the City Government fails to
control security and emergency situations.

4) The Federal. Government shall dismiss the City
Government in power and shall organize a tran-
sitional government for the city where it is decided
as per Sub-Article (3) of this Article. The Prime
Minister shall ensure that such has been effected
within the time limit and as per the decision of the
House of Peoples Representatives.

5) The Ministry of Federal Affairs shall, as an agent of
the Federal Government, follow up the performan-
ces of the city government and shall support the
capacity-buildingundertakings of the City.
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6) The City Government shall submit to the Ministry of
Federal Affairs annual and periodical reports con-
cerning its plans, budgets and the overall status of
the city.

7) The organs of the Federal Government situated in
the City have the duty to respect the proclamations
and Regulations issued by the City Government.

8) Services concerning the City and run by the Federal
institutions shall be effected in partnership and
agreement with the City Government.

62. The City Government and the Oromia Region
1) The City Government shall have relationship with

the Oromia Region with the aim of fruitful co-
operation.

2) The special interest of the Oromia Region shall be
respected in accordance with the provisions of
Article 49(5) of the Constitution of the Federal
Democratic Republic of Ethiopia. The details
thereof shall be set out by the agreement of the City
Government and the Oromia Region or by the law to
be issued the House of Peoples' Representatives.

63. Relations with Other Cities and Regions
1) The City Government may establish relations with

other cities and regions at home as well as with cities
abroad.

2) The City Government may co-operate and exchange
experiences with cities and regions at home in
respect of policies, infrastructure and service de-
livery in order to promote the interests of residents.

3) The City Government may establish relations with
cities abroad. Such relations particularly involve
economic and technical co-operation, cultural ex-
change, voluntary service, exchange of goods,
training, promotion of touristic and investment
opportunities.

PART TEN
Miscellaneous Provisions

64. Experimentation
The Executive organ of City Government may be
authorized by the City Council to conduct experimen-
tation as regards its powers and functions. The conduct
and evaluation of such experimentation shall take place
as per the time table the Council sets.

65. Amendment of the Charter
The Amendment proposal on this Charter may be
initiated by the City Councilor by the appropriate organ
of the Federal Government. The Prime Minister shall
present the amendment proposals for the deliberation of
the Council of Ministers and, upon approval, he shall
refer it for the decision of the House of Peoples
Representatives.

66. Transitory Provisions
1) The Councils and Executive Committees that were

established at every level of the Addis Ababa City
Government before this Charter takes effect shall be
dissolved at the instance of the constitution of the
Provisional Government of the City in accordance
with Sub-Article (2) of this Article.

2) A provisional City Government which shall remain
in power till the subsequent election shall be
designated by the Prime Minister. The Provisional
Government shall take over the power and functions
of the City Government and shall have the power
and functions of the City Council and City Cabinet
defined by this Charter. The Mayor of the
Provisional Government shall have the powers and
functions given to the Mayor and the Speaker by this
Charter.
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":4) Th~'PTovisional Government:
(a) shall designate Sub-City and Qebele

Provisional Governments;
(b) shall implement Sub-City, an4Qebel~ d~-

limita~ions,in accordance witp thi~ ~harter;
(c) ..shallreorgapize the offices and public enter-

Sub-Cityand QebeleAdvisoryCouncils
in which residents"and representatives of
different parts of society shall participate to
en\1ance the organized participation of
residents in development, building of de-
mocracy and service delivery as well as to
render decisions which meet the interests of
the residents. The details thereof shall be set

'4) The ProvisionalGovernmentof the City shallassign,

train and may, where necessary, discharge the
ExecutiveCommitteemembersyet in power. It shall
assign,by appointment, and transfer membersof the
provisional Government and may, where necessary,

'discharge them from office.
, 5) The rights and duties of the organs or institution of

the City Government by replacing or amalgamating
asper the organizationalstructureto be doptedby the
law of the Provisional Government of the City shall
be transferred to the organs or institutions es-
tablished; or it shall be decided by the provisional
Governmentof the City, as the case may be.

6) The Provisional Government of the City shall:
(a) adopt Civil Service Law. As a result, the

Federal Civil Service Laws shall not be
applicable to the City Government during the
transition period;

(b) issue labour relations Regulations which set
out the details under which the Labour
Relations Proclamation No. 42/1993 (as
amended) becomes applicable in the process
of reorganizing the public enterprises of the
City.

7) Proclamations, Regulations, decisions, orders and
directives of the City Government that are in force
shallremaineffectiveso long as they are not replaced
and in conflict with the provisions of this Charter.

8) Cases pending in the Federal Courts and falling
under the jurisdiction of the City Courts in accor-
dance with this charter shall continue to be enter-
tained by the Federal Courts.

9) The Municipal First Instance Court and Appeallate
Court as well as Social courts hitherto at work shall
have the jurisdiction given to the respective courts
under Article 41 and 50 of the Charter.
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67. Repi:aJed Laws

1) The Addis Ababa City Government Charter

Proclamation No. 87/1997 is repealed by this Char-

ter.

2). No law or practice in conflict with this Charter shall
be applicable to matters set forth by this Charter.
