- COUNCIL OF MINISTERS REGULATION TO
PROVIDE FOR THE ESTMENT OF MILLENNIUM

MEDICAL COLLEGE

This Regulation is issued by the Council of Ministers
pursuant to Article 5 of the Definition of Powers and Duties
of the Executive Organs of the Federal Democratic Republic
of Ethiopia Proclamation No. 691/2010 and Article 5(1) of
the Higher Education Proclamation No. 650/2009.

1. Short Title
This Regulation may be cited as the, “Saint Paul
Hospital Millennium Medical College Establishment
Council of Ministers Regulation No. 200/2011”.

2. Definitions
In this Regulation unless the context otherwise
requires:

1/ “Proclamation” means the Higher Educatibn
Proclamation No. 650/2009;

2/ “Ministry” and “Minister” means the Ministry and
Minister of Health, respectively;

3/ “provost” means the leader of the College
appointed in accordance with Article 11(1) of this
Regulation and having the required profession to
also serve the College as teacher and medical
practmoner

4/ other definitions provided under Article 2 of the
- Proclamation shall be applicable;

5/ any expression in the masculine gender includes
the feminine.
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1/ Saint Paul Millennium Medical College
(hereinafter the “College”) is hereby established as
an autonomous public higher education institution
having its own legal personality.

2/ Without prejudice to the powers and duties of the
Ministry of Education provided for under the
relevant provisions of Article 88 of the
Proclamation, the College shall be accountable to
the Ministry.

3/ The College shall be governed by the Proclamation
and this Regulation.

4/ The College shall have its main campus in Addis
Ababa and may establish elsewhere academic units
and research and community service centers.

Objectives

Without prejudice to the provisions of Article 4 of the
Proclamation, the College shall have the following
objectives:

1/ to provide community centered, correlated with its
curriculum and quality medical service;

2/ to extensively train quality, competent and ethical
health professionals through practical, problem
solving and student centered curriculum;

3/ to undertake and disseminate problem solving and
_practical research on prioritized health issues by
establishing appropriate institutional system,;

4/ to enhance the participation of women and
developing regions by establishing  special
admission system.

Responsibilities of the College

Without prejudice to the provisions of Article 8 and
other applicable provisions of the Proclamation, the
College shall have the responsibilities to:

1/ provide quality and standard medical service to the
public;

2/ administer its medical service providing institutions
and specialized centers, and open new medical
services;

3/, establish and run programs, faculties, schools and
other educational and research institutions and
implement  undergraduate and  postgraduate
programs;

4/ confer academic certificates, diplomas and degrees,
and to confer academic titles and medals for those
who have made commendable contributions;

5/ undertake problem solving researches on prioritized
health streams; -

6/ charge, in accordance with its rules service fees
from practicing students of other private and public
institutidﬁs; sell other services and, where

necessary, buy services;

7/ determine medical service fees with due
consideration of the financial capability of the
public, and design effective mechanisms for

identifying beneficiaries of free medical services;

8/ establish a system for rendering service, by
charging extra fee, to patients who bypass the

conventional referral system;

9/ determine the free medical service available to its

students and staffs;
10/ organize seminars, workshops and symposiums;

11/ establish partnership with domestic and foreign
higher education institutions, research institutions
and other organizations having similar objectives

and, where necessary, establish consortium;

12/ provide consultancy, training and other related

services;

13/ establish academic journals and newsletters and
disseminate same through electronic or any other

means;

14/ carryout such other related activities as are

appropriate to attain its objectives.

Autonomy and Accountability

1/ The College shall enjoy the autonomy provided for
under Article 17 of the Proclamation with the
accountability provided for under sub-article (2)
hereof.

2/ The College shall have accountability for
fulfillment of its objectives and responsibilities,
more specifically whether:

a) its academic and research activities give
priorities to government programs and are
relevant to the country’s situations;

b) the performance of its activities are transparent
and participatory;

c) its allocation and utilization of budget and
resource are based on cost effectiveness and
responsibility to the public;

d) its academic and research activities and
medical services are institutionalized and are
undertaken with transparency;

e) it is evaluated based on the quality and
relevance of its achievements.
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Governing Bodies of the College

The governing bodies of the College shall consist of:
1/ Board;

2/ Senate;

3/ Provost and Vice Provosts;

4/ Managing Council; and

5/ Academic Commissions.

The College's Board

1/ The Chairperson and members of the Board shall
be appointed by the Minister.

2/ The Board shall be accountable to the Ministry.

3/ The Board shall have the responsibilities stipulated
in sub-article (1) of Article 44 of the Proclamation
and Article 7 of the Federal Hospitals
Administration Council of Ministers Regulation
No. 167/2009.

4/ The provisions of the Proclamation relating to the
sessions, and

performance evaluation of the board of a ‘public

institution shall, as appropriate, be applicable with
respect to the College's Board.

termination of membership

The College's Senate

1/ The Senate shall consist the following members:

2/ The provisions of Article 50(4) and Article 51 of
the Proclamation shall be applicable, as
appropriate, with respect to membership and
sessions of the Senate.

Powers and Duties of the Senate

Without prejudice to the provisions of Article 49 of the
Proclamation, the Senate shall have the powers and
responsibilities to:

1/ implement general guidelines issued by the Board;

2/ formulate and approve the college’s program and
institute curriculum, and amend
necessary;

same where

3/ issue directives, on the basis of laws and policies of
the Board, on student administration, academic
matters, procedures for selection of academic
heads, and employment, promotion, fringe benefits,
discipline and salary of academic staff;

4/ examine and approve the employment of academic
staff and submit recommendations to the Board on
awarding academic promotion of professorship;
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5/ launch new academic programs and approve the
amalgamation of institutes of the college;

6/ set criteria for admission of students, determination
of academic standards, disciplinary matters and
graduation, ana examine and decide on appeals
relating thereto;

7/ determine the general standards and direction of
conducting examinations;

8/ establish a system for admission and retention of
female students and students from developing
regions;

9/ set special admission criteria for post-graduate
students and approve student graduation;

10/ adopt its own rules of procedures;

11/ where necessary, delegate its duties to other college
bodies -and standing or ad-hoc committees.

. The Provost and Vice Provosts of the College

1/ The appointment and performance evaluation of the
Provost and Vice Provosts of the College shall be
conducted in accordance with Article 52 of the
Proclamation.

2/ The Provost shall have the powers and
responsibilities stipulated by the Proclamation for
the President of a public institution.

3/ The number of Vice Provosts of the College shall
be determined in accordance with Article 54(2) of
the Proclamation.

4/ The Vice Provosts shall:

a) assist the Provost in planning, coordinating,
and managing the duties of the College;
b) perform activities specifically assigned to them
by the Provost.
5/ A specifically delegated Vice Provost shall act on
behalf of the Provost in his absence.

. Managing Council

The provisions of Article 56 of the Proclamation shall
be applicable with respect to the functions, composition
and sessions of the Managing Council of the College.

. Academic Commissions

1/ Each program or institute shall have an academic
commission.

2/ The academic commission of a program or institute
shall consist the following members:

a) the head of the program or institute ..........

f) other appropriate officers to be assigned
by the Commission....................

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Subject to the directives of the senate the academic
commission shall have the powers and duties to:

a) plan activities, prepare and allocate budget
within the program or institute and follow the
" implementation of same;

b) develop and submit to the senate training and
educational - programs, curricula and
amendments thereof;

c) set detailed rules on educational and
disciplinary matters of students in conformity
with directives of the senate;

d) submit to the senate recommendations for

awarding educational prizes and honorary

degrees;

e) examine and determine the recruitment and
promotion” of lecturers, assistant lecturers,
graduate assistants and technical assistants in
accordance with directives of the senate;

f) submit to the senate recommendations for
awarding any title of professorship;

g) decide on cases of scholarship and research
and sabbatical leaves;

h) adopt its own rules of procedures;

i) perform such other activities as may be
assigned to it by the senate and the Provost.

14. The College Academic Staff

The college academic staff shall spend their working

hours in medical service, teaching and research in

accordance with directives of the Board.

15. Admission of Students

1/

2/

Without prejudice to the provisions of the
Proclamation regarding the admission of students,
the College:

a) shall admit, for undergraduate studies, students
who have passed higher education entrance
examination upon completing preparatory level
school education and those who satisfy
entrance qualifications set by the Collegé;

b) shall admit, for post graduate studies, students
who have completed their undergraduate
studies and satisfy entrance qualifications set
by the College;

¢) may determine special admission procedures,
for female students and students from
developing regions.

Students accepted by the College shall fulfill the
principles of cost sharing as provided for in the
relevant laws.
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3/ Notwithstanding sub-article (2) of this Article, the
College may admit foreign and local stpd(ts with
tuition fees.

. Applicable Laws

The provisions of the Federal Hospitals Administration
Council of Ministers Regulation No. 167/ 2009 shall, in
so far as they are not inconsistent with this Regulation,
be applicable with respect to the teaching hospital of the
College.

. Transfer of Rights and Obligations

The rights and obligations of the Saint Paul General
Specialized Hospital are hereby transferred to the
College.

. Effective Date

This Regulation shall enter into force on the date of
publication in the Federal Negarit Gazeta.
