This Regulation is issued by the Council of Ministers
pursuant to Article 5 of the Definition of Powers and
Duties of the Executive Organs of the Federal Democratic
Republic of Ethiopia Proclamation No. 691/2010 and
Article 97 (1) of the Higher Education Proclamation No
650/2009. |
1. Short Title
This Regulation may be cited as the "Federal
Universities Council of Ministers Regulation No.
210./2011".
2. Definitions :
In this Regulation, unless the context otherwise
requires:
1) "Proclamation" means the Higher Education
Proclamation No. 650/2009; :

in accordance with Article 5(1) and Article 9(1)
of the Proclamation,;

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5. Autonomy and Accountability (

1) A federal university shall enjoy the autonomy
provided for by Article 17 of the Proclamation
'with the accountability as provided for under sub-
article (2) of this Article. -

2) A federal university shall have accountability for
fulfillment of its objectives and responsibilities,
and more specifically whether:

a) it conducts its education and research
programmes consistent with the applicable
provisions of the Proclamation and maintains
appropriate quality standards; '

b) its education and research academic
programmes accord priority to government
progrémmes and to the country's needs and
objective conditions;

¢) its teaching-learning and research activities,
and its operations in general, have been
institutionalized and are conducted in
accordance with principles of good
governance;

d) it has built reliable sources of income
generation and the allocation and utilization
of its budget and assets ensure efficiency and
effectiveness in achieving its objectives and
responsibilities;

e) it measures with periodic regularity its own
performance in general and the performance
of its academic units and academic staffs in
particular against standards based on
appropriate international benchmarks and
improve its performance continuously;

f) it has established reliable institutional
systems that ensure the autonomy of its
academic units with due accountability; and
the university-wide structures supervise
effectively that the performance of
autonomous academic units is consistent
with the university's objectives and
responsibilities;

g) it is able to prevent abuse of its autonomy
and academic freedom; _ _

h) it submits, regularly pefformance reports of
good quality to appropriate bodies.

6. University Senate

1) Without prejudice to the provisions of Article 49
of the Proclamation, the senate of a federal
university shall have the following additional
responsibilities:

a) to implement academic general guldelmes

‘ issued by the university's board:;

b) to issue rules on student academic and
disciplinary matters in accordance with the
applicable provisions of the Proclamation;

c) to issue rules governing academic staff
affairs in accordance with the applicable
provisions of the Proclamation and evaluate
the implementation of same.
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2) The senate may\aelegatc its responsibilities to the
appropriate organs of the university and to ad hoc
or standing committees it may establish.

3) Without prejudice to the provisions of Article 50
sub-article (4) of the Proclamation on the powers

_ of a university board, the senate, which shall be
chaired by the president of the university, shall
have the following members:

a) thc academic vice president of the university;

b) the vice president of the university for
research; ‘

c) the vice president of the university for
administration and development;

d) the scientific director of technology institute
or engineering faculty (school) head of the
university;

e) the university registrar,

f) the university librarian;

g) twelve to twen'ty-ﬁve\ leaders of academic
units and/or academic staffs selected on the
basis of their individual merit and academic

seniority;

h) two representatives of the university
teachers' union;

i) two representatives of the university

students' union.

4) The senate members mentioned under paragraph
(g) of sub-article (3) of this Article shall be
appointed by the president of the university
through procedures established by the university's
board.

5) Without prejudice to the generalities of sub-article
(3) of this Article the tenure of membership of
the senate members listed under paragraphs (g) to
(i) of sub-article (3) of this Article shall be three
years; provided, however, that they may be re-
appointed as may be appropriate.

6) The senate members listed under paragraphs (h)
and (i) of sub-article (3) of this Article shall be
based on gender parity, while senate membership
generally shall ensure gender mix and balance to
the extent possible.

7)  The senate shall decide on issues of non-voting
senate members.

7. President and Vice Presidents
1) Without prejudice to Article 52 of the Proclamation,
a person to be nominated to the post of president or
vice president of a federal university shall meet the
following additional requirements:
a) has the willingness to shoulder the res-
ponsibility; and
b) has good moral and ethical standards to
command respect and confidence in the
university community.
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9.

2) The system of nomination and appointments of
the president and vice presidents of a federal
university shall be as follows:

a) vacancy announcement shall be made with
due regard to its accessibility and
appropriateness of its duration;

b) nominations of qualified candidates shall be

’ submitted to the university's board by a
committee established by the board for the
post of the president or by a committee
established by the president for the post of a
vice president, in either case with a short-list
of at least three suitable candidates
accompanied by the long list of candidates;

¢) the board shall nominate the most
meritorious candidate and ‘submit its
nominations to the Minister for the post of
the president; and such submission shall
include documented information on two
other competitive candidates.

3) The board shall determine by directive the
particulars of the system of nomination and
selection of candidates provided for under sub-
article (1) and (2) of this Article. -

4) The remunerations and other benefits of the
president and vice presidents of a federal
university shall be determined by the Council of
Ministers or by the university's board as may be
specifically delegated by the Council of Ministers
in accordance with the provisions of paragraph (t)
of sub-article (1) of Article 44 of the
Proclamation.

Responsibilities of the President

Without prejudice to Article 53 of the Proclamation,

the president of a federal university shall have the

following additional responsibilities:

1) to submit timely to appropriate bodies the
university's performance reports as approved or
may be directed by the university's board;

2) to prepare the agenda for the university's board
sessions in consultation with the chairperson; to

" make advance preparations to facilitate the

board's sessions; and to execute the board's

decisions; ,

3) to play his due role in the establishment and
running of the Forum for Public Institutions,
which shall be established and function in
accordance with the provisions of Article 58 of
the Proclamation.

Responsibilities of the Vice President

1)/ Without prejudice to sub-article (1) of Article 54
of the Proclamation, a vice president of a federal
university  shall have the  following
responsibilities:

a) to direct and supervise units accountable to
him in the execution of decisions and
directives of the governing bodies of the
university;

b) to lead preparations of plans of activities of
units accountable to him and supervise the
implementation of the plans; ’

c) to establish
linkages in accordance with his responsibility

national and international
and monitor their implementation;

d) to submit reports to the university's president
on performance and budget utilization of the
units accountable to him. '

2) Foreign travels by any vice president of a federal
university shall be preplanned or as may be
specifically approved by the university's

president; and submission of reports on foreign
travels shall be mandatory.

10. Special Student Admission

1) Consistent with the provisions of Article 39 sub-

article. (5) of the Prociamation, a federal
through a

university may admit special

admissions non-formal
programmes experienced students who are fit
for undergraduate . studies in their English
language proficiency, general knowledge and
work experience. _

“2) A system of special admissions for experienced’
students in accordance with the provisions of
sub-article (1) of this Article - may only be
instituted upon establishing, by the university, its
necessity and feasibility through a proper study
of needs and assessment of international good
practice.

3) The system shall be
implemented in accordance with the decision and

special admissions
directives of the university's senate.

4) The fitness for undergraduate studies of
experienced students shall be assessed through an
appropriate entrance examination specific to the
field of study.

5) Unless the university's president decides, in
accordance with rules and procedures approved
by the university's board, to waive payments
partially or fully, the beneficiaries of the special
admissions procedure for experienced students
shall cover the expenses for the administration of
the entrance examination as well as tuition and
other fees.

6) A federal university shall have the responsibility
to admit, within the limit of its intake capacity,

students entitled to affirmative action in
accordance with the provisions of Article 39 sub-
article (4) of the Proclamation, and provide the
necessary assistance to them.
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11. | Miscellaneous Provisions

1) The Ministry may issue directives necessary for

the implementation of this Regulation.

2) A federal university shall have its own logo and
seal approved by its board.
The board of a federal university shall exefcise its
powers provided for by paragraph (f) of sub-
article ( 1.) of Article 44 of the Proclamation in
accordance with advice by the Federal Auditor

General.

Effective Date

This Regulation shall enter into force on the date of
publication in the Federal Negarit Gazeta.
