Powers and Duties of Deputy Director Generals

1/ The Deputy Director Generals shall:

a) assist the Director General in planning,
organizing, directing and coordinating the
activities of the Authority; and

c) perform other activities specifically
assigned to them by the Director General.

2/ The Deputy Director General who is
specifically delegated shall act on behalf of the

Director General in his absence.

Budget
The budget of the Authority shall be allocated by the
government.

Books of Accounts

1/ The Authority shall keep complete and accurate
books of accounts.

2/ The books of accounts and other financial
documents of the Authority shall be audited
annually by the Auditor General or by an auditor
designated by him.

Transfer of Rights and Obligations

The tights and obligations of the Drug

Administration and Control Authority established

under Proclamation No. 176/1999 are hereby

transferred to the Authority.

Effective Date

This Regulation shall enter into force on the date of

publication in the Federal Negarit Gazzeta.
