NCIL OF MINISTERS REGULATION
TO PROVIDE FOR THE DEFINITION OF
ORGANIZATION, POWER AND DUTIES
OF SPACE SCIENCE AND GEOSPATIAL
INSTITUTE

This Regulation is issued by the Council of
Ministers pursuant to Article 57 (2) of the
Definition of Power and Duties of the
Executive Organs of the Federal Democratic
Republic of Ethiopia Proclamation
No0.1263/2021.

1. Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as the
“Definition of Organization, Power and
Duties of Space Science and Geospatial
Institute Regulation N0.511/2022.”

6. Organization of the Institute

The Institute shall have:

1/ A Director General,

2/ Deputy Director Generals as may be
necessary, and

3/ Necessary employees;

7. Power and Duty of the Director General

1/ The Director General shall be the chief
executive officer of the Institute, and
shall direct and administer the activities
of the Institute.

2/ Without limiting the generality of Sub-
Acrticle (1) of this Article, the Director
General shall

a) exercise the powers and duties
specified under Article 5 of this
Regulation and ensure

fulfillment of objectives of the

Institute;

b) employee and  administer
employees of the Institute in
accordance with the federal

civil service laws;

c) prepare the annual budget of the
Institute and submit it to the
Ministry, and implement the

same upon approval;

d) effect payments in accordance
with the approved plan and
budget of the Institute;

e) represent the Institute in its

dealings with third parties;

f) prepare and submit the

performance and  financial
reports of the Institute to the

relevant government body;

3/ The Director General may delegate part
of his duties and responsibilities to
officials and other employees of the
Institute to the extent necessary for the
effective performance of the activities

of the Institute.

8. Power and Duties of the Deputy Director
General

The Deputy Director General shall have the

following power and duties:

1/ Lead the sector he is assigned to, and
reports to the Director General;

2/ Carryout other duties specifically
assigned to him by the Director
General;

3/ In the absence of the Director General
and upon delegation shall act in place
of the Director General; failing such
delegation a deputy Director General
with the longest tenure shall be

designated.
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9. Budget

The budget of the Institute shall be

allocated by the Government.

10. Books of Accounts

1/ The Institute shall keep complete and
accurate books of account;

2/ The books of accounts and financial
documents of the Institute shall be
annually audited by the Federal
Auditor General or an auditor

designated by him.

11. The Effective Date

This Regulation shall enter into force upon
the date of publication in the Federal

Negarit Gazette.
