“Ministry" means the Ministry of Education;
“Academic Technical Assistance’ means
personnel employed to support the teaching-
learning, research and Community Service by
his profession;

“Practical Teaching” Means teaching-
learning process supported by practice and
teaching in workshop, laboratories, industrial
linkages, excelling centers, teaching hospitals
and others field works;

“Laboratory” means a room whereby
scientific research is practically provided in
organized equipment’s for the field of natural
science, social science and technological
education;

"Teaching Hospital” means a hospital owned
and operated by Higher Education Institution
that accomplishes a joint Teaching, Service

and Research Activities.

“Field Education” shall mean a system
whereby scientific education and research is
carried out by physically presenting on field

for research and social activities of natural

science, social science and technological
education;
“Workshop” means a room whereby

practical education, research and studies as
well as social service is provided through
availing  ourselves of science and
technological equipment’s holding various

tools and machineries;
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8/ “Apprenticeship Education” means

providing practical training, apprenticeship

and evaluation of student of the theoretical

thoughts given to them by attending into

laboratories, workshops and fields or
industries;

3. Scope of Application
This Regulation shall apply on Academic
Technical Assistants working within Public
Governmental Higher Education Institutions
and Teaching Hospitals.

Provide services, improve and increase
efficiency in laboratories, industry, centers of
excellence, field practice, research centers
and community service areas in higher
education institutions, primarily by ensuring
the benefits and rights of professionals to
achieve the mission of higher education
effectively.

5._Rights of Academic Technical Assistant
Academic Technical Assistant has the following
rights:
1/ Getting long term and short term training to
improve his skills in the work he is engaged in;
2/ According to the Directive issued by the
Ministry, receiving administrative benefits,

promotions and incentives;

3/ Getting an accident allowance that takes into

account the place of work;

6. Obligations of Acadermi ical Assi

Academic Technical Assistant has the following

Obligations:
1/ ldentifying the educational content for
practical education and facilitating the

resources and organization to ensure that the
education is given properly;
2/ To carry out the tasks expected in the
workshops, laboratories, teaching hospitals,
centers of excellence, industries where
students learn practical education, research
and community service in the fields of public

government higher education institutions;

3/ Prepare different types of manuals for
practical education and make them available
for and

use; reviewing and making

corrections to prepared manuals;

4/ Make the laboratory and field education
advanced, efficient and effective by using
technological development and improvement;
5/ Takeover, repair and maintain various
laboratories and field workshop equipment’s,

to protect them from damage and waste;
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6/ Give due care to human and environment and
act responsibly and accountably while
undertaking their tasks.

7/ Help

students to learn and doing research the

undergraduate and  postgraduate
practical and field lessons they take in the
laboratory and field in accordance with
International standards;

8/ Measuring and analyzing laboratory and field

the

institution, in order to doing research or

results for research bodies in the
seeking information;

9/ Ensuring that the learners use purchased

resources for practical learning carefully;

10/ Support practical education, research and
community services in accordance with the

institution's mission, values and system;

11/ Create a variety of sample projects that serve

as starting point for students;

12/ Providing scientific and practical support to
students and researchers to fill the practical

knowledge gap;

13/ Safeguarding the confidentiality of students'

practical education assessment results;

14/ Be a responsible for protecting the started or
unfinished works and different types of
studies so that they do not fall into the hands
of inappropriate people;

15/ Ensuring that students use materials

purchased for practical learning carefully;

correcting the incorrect ones by improving
and strengthening them carefully, and as

necessary;,
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16/ ldentifying the errors and problems of the
results and data obtained in the field of
research studies and report the results to the
research center;

17/ Supporting and capacitate students with

special needs;

18/ Implement the method of etiquette and

careful dressing required in practical
education areas;

19/ Carefully prepare the materials needed for
the laboratory according to their usage period
and at the appropriate time and present to the
concerned organ;

20/ Organize the materials in the workplace in a
proper manner.
