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Regulation No 552/2024
COUNCIL OF MINISTERS REGULATION
TO PROVIDE FOR PALACE
ADMINISTRATION

This Regulation is issued by Council of
Ministers pursuant to Article 12 of the palace
Administration Establishment Proclamation No.
459/2005.

1. Short Title
This Regulation may be cited as the “Palace
Administration Council of Ministers

Regulation No. 552/2024”.

2. Reception Service
The Palace Administration shall:

1/ Coordinate; execute reception services

according to government orders.

2/ Renders residential accommodation service
to the Prime Minister, the Deputy Prime
Minister and arrange office for the

President and assign such personnel that

coordinate the same.
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3/ Without prejudice to Sub Article 2 of this
Article, organizes, supplies, repairs and

manages the residences of the Prime

Minister, President and Deputy Prime
Minister; organizes the office of the
President.

4/ Provide, follow up and administer Protocol
Vehicles and reception service to Heads of
States following direction issued from

government.

3. Income Generation
1/ The Palace administration may carry out

the following income generating activities:

a) Collecting Articles of cultural heritage
belonging to the palace from abroad
and domestically, and organizes and

displays these Heritages;

b) Offering for sale gift items related to
the palace by printing or Making;

c¢) Carrying out agricultural activities and

sale the product;

d) Carriage service in the city, horse sports
competitions, selling trained horses,
horse rental services, training horses
for other

ridingand  providing

entertainment services;

e) Provide special food, beverage and
services
by
Administration;

reception exclusively

produced the palace
f) Renting various houses for business and

providing resort services;
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g) Income derived from providing natural

spa services.

2/ Prepares and submits the service fees for

approval to the Council of Ministers.

4. Prohibited Activities
1/ 1t is prohibited to register, sell, gift or
inherit

palace cultural Heritages and

treasuries as a trademark, or transfer
them in any way, except by special

Government decision.

2/ Any person who violates the provisions of
Sub Article 1 of this Article shall be liable

under the relevant Criminal and Civil laws.

5. Inapplicable Laws
Any Regulation or Customary Practice
contrary to the provisions of this Regulation
shall not be applicable on matters covered by
this Regulation.

6. Effective Date
This Regulation shall enter into force on the
date of its publication in the Federal Negarit

Gazette.
