MINISTERS REGULATION

This Regulation is issued by the Council of
Ministers pursuant to Article 6 Sub Article
One (1) of the Federal Government Owned
Enterprises Proclamation No. 1314/2024.

1. Short Title
This Regulation may be cited as " Unity Parks
Council  of

Corporation  Establishment

Ministers Regulation No.553 /2024” .

2. Definition
Unless the context requires otherwise in this

Regulation:

1/"Unity Park" refers to a comprehensive
tourist attraction located within the grounds
of the Grand Palace. It features a diverse
range of facilities and attractions. These
include: Expansive green spaces and
landscaped areas, The Black Lion Zoo,

showcasing indigenous animal species, an
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indigenous plant area highlighting the
region's native flora, the Unity Archives, the
Unity Botanical Garden, the palace salons,
throne house, and grand dining hall of
Emperor Menelik, the Unity Zoo, themed
salons representing the different regions of
the Country, dedicated entertainment areas
for children, Various service centers and
amenities for visitors.

2/ ""The Unity Car Parking Building" refers
to an Eight-story structure situated in front of
the Grand Palace which is connected to the
palace via a 105-Meter-long underground
tunnel. The lower Four floors of the building
serve as basement levels, providing space for
various service facilities. These basement
areas can accommodate over One Thousand
vehicles at a time. The upper Four floors of
the building are dedicated to a range of

centers. Notably, the building also features
an amphitheater with a seating capacity of
four hundred people, further expanding the
amenities available within the complex. The
Unity Car Parking Building, with its multi-
functional design and extensive parking
capacity, serves as an integral component of
the overall infrastructure  supporting
visitation to the Grand Palace and the Unity

Park Precinct.
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3/ “The Science Museum” refers to a
comprehensive center situated to the south of
the Grand Palace which incorporates a
variety of facilities and exhibits; including:
Permanent exhibition halls showcasing
scientific  discoveries and innovations;
Temporary exhibition spaces hosting rotating
displays and installations, Design
laboratories where visitors can engage in
hands-on experiments and prototyping,
Study and research rooms facilitating in-
depth exploration of scientific topics,
Reception areas catering to the needs of
diverse visitor groups, Control rooms
managing the technical operations of the
museum, Cafeteria, restaurant, meeting hall
and dining facilities providing sustenance for
guests, A planetarium or dome cinema
building offering immersive educational
experiences, An amphitheater suitable for
hosting lectures, presentations, and cultural
events, Expansive green spaces with diverse
plant life and landscaping.

4/ “Friendship Square - Phase One” refers to
an expansive tourist destination situated south
of the Grand Palace. The site offers a diverse
array of amenities and attractions for visitors:
event  space, green spaces intermingle
with artistic installations and

landscaping, Small Amphitheater, cultural

wall designs,  artificial Lake,

technologically — advanced  displays  of
choreographed fountains, lights, and sound
create dynamic entertainment, Palm Garden,
flower belts , art center, strategically placed
cafes,restaurants, kids play grounds, visiting
center and recreational zones cater to the

needs of visitors.
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5/ “Friendship Square - Phase Two” refers
to an expansive tourist destination situated to
the west of the Grand Palace. The site offers
a diverse array of amenities and attractions
catering to the varied interests of visitors:
children's recreational spaces, a medium-
sized football/soccer field as well as

dedicated basketball courts, outdoor Sports

equipment, wedding and event Stages,
modern Fountains, Yimetu-bezina's private

archive, cafeteria and restaurant services.
3. Establishment
1/ The Unity Parks Corporation (hereinafter
referred to as the "Corporation™),
Comprising  Unity Park, Friendship Square
Park One and Two, the Unity Car Park and
the Science Museum, is hereby established as

a Federal Public Enterprise.

2/ Subject to the provisions outlined in sub
article 1of this article, the Office of the Prime
Minister  possesses the authority to

determine the inclusion of additional parks,

both already established or intended for
establishment with a similar objective, into

the purview of the corporation.

3/ The Corporation shall

be governed by

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4. Supervisory Authority

The Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia,
Office of the Prime shall be the Supervising
Authority of the Corporation.

5. Head Office
The Head Office of the Corporation shall be
in Addis Abeba and may have branch offices
elsewhere as may be necessary.

6. Purpose
The Corporation has the following purposes:

1/ To ensure the parks, Museums, and other
related tourist destinations accessible to the
public, provide their intended service and

generate revenue;

2/ To position it as a globally competitive
entity with its own vision and structure,
employing various business models and
marketing strategies while ensuring the
maintenance,

professional appropriate

utilization, and preservation of these

attractions to facilitate the extension of

services and promote sustainable growth.
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7. Power Duties of the Corporation
The Corporation shall have the Powers and

Duties to :

1/ In light of the historical significance of

the park locations, which served

as venues for the leadership and
personal activities of former Emperors
different

and leaders, it contains

natural resources, technological, cultural

attractions and urban landscape
sceneries providing access to the general
public and tourists, thereby rendering
essential services, generate revenue, enabli
ng the corporation to contribute to the
enhancement of the country's image and
foster economic  development through
the implementation of various business

promotion mechanisms,

2/ To position the corporation as a
globally competitive entity, while
concurrently  safeguarding and
proficiently maintaining these attractions
through  sustainable utilization and

preservation,  while upholding
exceptional stewardship and leadership in
their management,

3/ Ensuring the provision of a conducive
atmosphere by which visitors entertain and
acquire  knowledge through visiting

diverse and captivating wildlife, flora, and

avian species in a comprehensive and

enriching manner,
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4/ To serve as a viable alternative for foreign
tourists to gain insights into Ethiopian
culture, history, and the country's rich

natural heritage,

5/ Enabling various nations, nationalities,
and people residing across different
regions of Ethiopia to explore and
cultures,

understand the diverse

histories, heritages, and natural

resources of their country, while

promoting the  preservation and
transmission of these assets to future
generations,

6/ To establish a favorable environment that

motivates tourists to actively seek
knowledge acquisition and engage in

research endeavors subsequent to visiting

scientific, technological, and research
findings,
7/ To contribute its part on social

Development and enhance the well-being
of the community by providing access to
playgrounds and sports facilities for
children, youth, and various segments of

society in the Parks,
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8/ To establish a favorable environment that
provides sufficient and high-quality car
parking spaces, as well as an engaging
atmosphere, for both domestic and foreign
tourists to promote seamless mobility and
to create an entertaining environment that
captivates and delights tourists, fostering a
positive and enjoyable atmosphere
during their visit,

9/ To administer and follow up the collection
of resourses from various sources,

including public fund raising campigns

and transfer it to the concerned project or
administration to ensure the sustainability
of completed, ongoing and future projects

in different parts of the country,

10/ The corporation shall undertake additio
nal activities, directly aligned with its core

objectives.

8. Establishment of a Subsidiary Company

The corporation has a right to establish a
subsidiary company with its own legal
standing upon the approval of the council of

ministers.

9. Capital

The authorized capital of the corporation is Birr
28,000,000,000.00 (Twenty-Eight Billion Birr),
of which Birr 22,014,747,831 (Twenty Two
Billion Fourteen Million Seven Hundred Forty
Seven Thousand Eight Hundred Thirty-One

Birr) is paid up in cash and in kind.
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10. Responsibility
The corporation shall not be held liable beyond
its total assets.

11. Duration
The Corporation is established for an indefinite
duration.

12. Effective Date
The Regulation shall come into force on
the date of its publication in the Federal
Negarit Gazette.
